‘LThere was Constantine
the Grent, tho firet Cliristian Imyperor,
1tis trno that the world~—that is the
Christinn world, dolights to hovor this
may. Fvery time Christiens keep Bun-
duy as their snbbath or holy day, thay
hopor Copstantine, for it wae by his com.
nand that the old pagan festival day-
the day celebrated in honor of tho Sups
zod -wns establizhod s the Christian
Sabbati,  But was hs worthy of such
honor?  If perfldy, eraelty and muardoer
--the murdor of his own near relatives.
for foar they would conspiro sgainst
Lithi-- il snch nets a3 these entitlo a man
to honor then he deserves all tho honors
that Christians bestow upon him. Then
thero wus Heury tho VIIL. of Fogland;
of course the Protestaut Chrstians de-
light to honor him, for was he not the
founder nud first Liead of the Anglican
Churels? Yven Dlethodists, thouwgh
rockoned as dissenters, nre in daty bound
{ ta honoe Henry the Fighth, fvaswuch os
i Johin Wesley the founder of their aect,
tlivod and died & commuanicant of King
'1enry's church,

. Then thers was the long line of Popes,
Cnrdinats, Inquisitors, (both Catholie
land Protestanty whom the Christian
E world delights to honor.  VProwinent

awong thoso are Popo Hildebrand (St),
the duke of Alva—--the wholesale butcher
nf hereties~Joln Calvin vho burned
Bervetus, and Cotton Matlr of witch-
burning memory,  All thuse and many
more liko them are saints whim the
Cliristian world *“deliglits to honor.”

But furthor, aro all those whom the
world “moat delights to hounor'” such as
Mr, Taylor would call Christinns? In
Ilngland, for instonce, bui few it any
names aro heldl_in higher Lonor than
those of Darwin, Spencer, Huxley, Tyn-
dall, and John Stuart Mill, Are these,
men Clhiristians? To ask this quostion
is to anuswer it.  In IPrance no man ever
receiveil anch funeral honors as were
accorded to Victor Illugo, the Humani.
tarian apd InQdel.

To come nearer home; ne name in
American Liistory is morve venerated than
is that of Thomas Jeflerson, the reputed
author of the Doclarativn of Independ.
cnee, ian outspoken opponent of Chris-
tianity., OFf the Jong line of presidents,
whom the American world “delights to
honor,” only two, if wo aro rightlyin-
formed, belonged to a Christian Chureh
—\Washington and Garfleld. The form.
er, though u nominal churchman, re-
fused to commune with his DLrethren,
and when he came to die refused to have
u ¢lergyman callad, Nearly the snme
mway bosald of Garfield, During the
rconths that Lo lingerod betweeou life
and death be nevor once callod for the
rites or consolations of the church. Of
tho stateswen whoe have made the most
profound ifmpreesion npon the Ameri.
cun public not one, 80 fur na we now re-
eall, was noted us o churchman,
Whethier it was ignorance, prejudico
or roeckless disregard for truth that
prompted Mr. Taylor to pen the vbove
sontences wo leave our readers to judge.
When lie says “the very luwest andvilest
wero thoso who did'nt  bellove in God,”
bo contradicts tho fucts of history and
of overyday observation 'The statistics
of prisons und roformatories wonld indi.
onto that Atboists as a elass, are by far
thomost moral pa.t of sociéty, As before
stated, the records show not n single
Atheist in the prisons of Parig, and yet
ono Atheistio society, alone, in that city
is saidto number 80,000 members. Prison
records in this country show a similar
stato of thivgs, Such evidence as this
eanunot beslurred over or gainsnid., If
Atheists, or disbelievers in the Christian
God, were *the very lowest and vilest,”
as assertod by Mr, Taylor, they would
Lo sure to be found in the jails and pent-
{entinries, ospecially in a land swhere
Clristians have the making and entore-
ing of tho laws.

1t is true that some mon reported as
being atheists, are now in prison in
Chiengo, but it has not yot been proved
that they have violated any faw of right
and justice. If it shiould be proven that
they rosisted and killed policemen it
would atill romain an open question ns
to whetlier the polico or the socialists
were the real aggrossors,

Wo aro glad to know that the clergy
ns o class aro not all so ignorant,
prejudiced, or*so reckless of truth, as
Mr. Tuylor shows bimeelf to bLe. In-
stanoe, a noted Scottish Tresbyterian
clergyman in aun address to the Young
Mons Christion Association at Paisley,
is reported as saying:

“Tho great, the wise, the wmighty nre
not with us....Tho blest thought, the
widest knowledge, and the  deepest
thilosophy have discarded our church,
I'hey detest what they call theinhumani-
tios of our creed. .. fney step out into
apecnlative  Atheism, for they can
breathe freer there....'They are in.
stinctivoly religious, despite their re-
nuneciation of our theological” creed,
They are big with faith in the ultimate
snlvation of mau--a taith that inspires
them to toil, sud shames our whining
cant.  And yet these men—the mmaster
minds and imoperinl leaders among men
—the Qomtes, the Carlyles, the Goethes,
the Fanersons; the Huwmboldts, the
Cyndalls, und [Huxleys if you will,~are
called Atheists by ns, are pilloried in
our Presbytorian orthodoxy ns heretics
betore Qod and man. Why nre such
as theso ontside the pale of the Christian
church? Not that they are unfit, we
own that, but we are unworthy of them,
and by the mol force of our ignornat
unmbers have driven them ont,”

hirty years ogo, lHeury Ward
Toecher said in his Brooklyn chureh,
“The very best minds of Ingland and
Amerien to-day are vutside the Christian
ehinreh.”

all,  Condorcet does not say that
the increaxed intelligence of which
he speaks will be the property of the
raco even  though men and women
do nothing to xecure it, and, not so
saying, the quotation froem him is of
not the slightest value to Mr. Koan
his attack upon Malthusianism, for
Neo-Malthusians strenuously main.
tain that only tbrough the gencral
and thorongh education of the peo-
ple can the evil effects of over-popu.
lation Le minimized.  Condoreet
inmipliedly says that population will
increase faster than tho food supply
unless  the people  become wise
enongh to scientifieally limit the
size of their families, 1say that ho
“impliedly” says this, but I should
be justified in declaring that lio says
it positively.  Well, this 13 what the
Neo-Malthusians say,  Why, then,
throw Condorcet at our heads?

Mr. K. says that it vemains for
me “to show that the improvement
in the condition of the individual i
due to the law ol population and
not to the law of wages.” 1 reply
that when twoe men  receive equal
