THE GREAT TRIAL CLOSED,

At last the long agony is over, the jury has ren-
dered its verdict, and death by hanging is the doom
of seven of the imprisoned socialists. "A motion for
a new trial will be lhe:n"al and argued at the Septem-
ber term of Judge Gary's court, and if this thotion is
denied then the defense has declaved its intention of
carrying the care to the supreme court of the United
States.

And now that our position has been so well defined
in previous numbers of Teewrenr in regard to tho use
of force in the conflict between labor and - law-cn-
trenched capital, we think we can  well afford to
speak plainly on the question of the justice or in-
justice of the verdict just rendered in the case of the
condemned men.

%

Bricily as possille then we ask, What have these
seven men posE that they should be strung up by the
neck between hieaven and earth as though™ fit for nei-
ther?  1lave they killed anybody or have they assist-
ed as principals’in killing anybody? We maintain
that the prosceution utterty failed to prove that any
one of these seven men threw the deadly Lom) or
that they advised the throwing of that particular homb,
So far as wo have heard no one maintains that either
of the condemned men was proved guilty of this spe-
cifio deadly act or of direetly counseliug the commis.
sion of said act.  Why then should they be hung?
The answer is simply beeauso  the jury believed that
they were proved guilty of “conspiracy” resulting in
the death of the policemen,

But conspiracy is a very indefinite term. If every
man whao connscls the use of force in resisting despot-
ic anthority is guilty of conspiracy against govern-
went, then the cowrts of Chicago and of the country at
largo will have their hands full in prosecuting conspir.
ators, We are no lawyer nor jurist Lut have always
been told that a specific “overt act” must be traced to
the parties accusel of such conspiraeybefore the erime
of conspiracy can be proven. This we maintain has
not been done in the case of the Chicago communists,

Again, i it be n erine, if it be Yeonspiraey™ to coun-
sel the wse of foree ws o nieans of  settling the Inbor
troubles what wust we say ol such utterances ns
tiese:

“fTund-gronudes (bombs) shoukl be thrown among thoso
who are striving to obtain Ligher wages, as by such troat-
ment they would e trught o valuable lesson, and other strik-
ora would take warning by their fate.”

In his reply to E. H. Heywood,
G. H. Whalser says:

That right
is already accorded them, ‘Two parties
cannot make the most simple of con-
tracts unless they conform to the rules
of Inw in doingso. A pigora poundof
soap cannot be bought and sold without
an observance of the law, A co-partner-
ship cannot be made or ddissolved with«
out the aid of the law; neither cana
marriage contract.

This is a fair sample of u lawyer's
speeial pleading.  Mr, Walser well
linows, none hetter, that the luws
governing the dissolving of Lusiness
contracts are fundamentally differ-
ent from those which governinsuits
for divorce, and it scems hardly pos-
sible that he could think that the
least informed of his readers would
be leceived by his sophistical state-
nment.  Every one knowsthat in die-
solving a business partnership it is
not necessary that one of the part-
ners should accuse the other of
comission of what the lnwregards as
acrime, When the parties can agree
as to the terms of settlement, all
legul proceedings are mere formali-
ties, and when they cannot ngree, a
suit at law is not a criminal ection,
usually.  But how different it is
when the parties to w sexual con-
tract of the species known as mar-
riage,desire to dissolve their purtner-
ship! Tt was easy enongh for them
to enter into this partnership, all
that was required bemg the due ob-
servanco of certain not very com-
plicated nor rigid formalitics, but
when this man and woman reach
the conclusion that they will be
better and happier apart” than to-
getlier, they lind that o criminal
actton must be begun.

politie. ‘Theindividual is a confedera-
tion of organg for mutueal assistance and
defense: I'ree Society is a confederation
of individuals for the samo purpose,

right to grow and develop, in other
words o be free, as tho individual lasin
socicty, l'or one organ to invade thoe
rights of others, is fo destroy the physi.
