Wedo.not feel the need of legislation to 
prevent the Sweets ot this state from setting bones, the metaphysi­
cians from reasoning away disease, the clairvoyunts from seeing 
nnd conquering disorders, or the magnetic healers from laying on 
of hands. Freedom to choose one’s doctor of uiedicino is as 
necessary ns is freedom to choose one’s doctor of divinity.

The Kansas ilouso of Representatives has just 
passed tho bill known as tho Murray 'Prohibition 
Bill. Among other features of this law, according to 
tho repen t of tho Kansas City Times, aro tho fol­
lowing:

The Murray bill provides that before n druggist shall receive per­
mit to sell liquor at the hands ot tho probate judge he first
eecuro a petition for the same signed by twelve freeholders, the 
petition to bo published in a newspaper of general circulation for 
ntlonst two weeks. The object of this provision is to, if possible, 
terrorize both the petitioners and the probate judge. For each 
permit the probate judge is to receive a fee of $5. The bill also 
changes themnuuer of tho sale of liquor by pharmacists. Instead 
of the common blank statement, which tho applicant for liquor is 
now compelled lo sign throughout Kansas, the druggist is to bo 
furnished with blank affidavits by the county clerk in book form, 
nud numbered consecutively. These affidavits ns furnished to 
druggists, are1 to be recorded by the clerk nud such record is fur­
nished iu duplicate to tho probato judges. When the druggist 
makes his returns to tho probato judge be is compelled to answer 
for every affidavit which he received from the coauty clerk, The 
probate judge’s fee for this work is based on the population of Ids 
county, but in case it is to go beyond $3,000 per year the bill no- 
thorizos pharmacists to administer oaths to the party applying far 
liquor. Thus it will be seen n now oath-making power is created 
iu tho stnto, I t is an unheard of thing to authorizo an Interested 
party to administer oaths, yet tnis bill would oonfer upon pharma­
cists authorized to dispense intoxicatiug liquor by a partisan board 
power to administer oaths In cases where they were interested. 
This throws down a bulwark pn tecting the administration of n 
snored oath, nnd opens tho door for subornation and porjury to 
stalk in.

Physicians tell us that if cortain epidemic disorders 
avo not cheeked in tho first stages thoy must “ruu 
their course.*' That they aro selMimiting, and their 
vitulenco will cease of their own accord in time. Tho 
“statute-morality” epidemic in Kansas, lias passed 
through several stages, but tho crisis, or turning point 
for tho better, seems not yet to have been reached. 
When this point shall have been passed and convales­
cence begun, peoplo will stand aghast,and wonder how 
it was possible that men and women, 111 tho last 
quarter of tho 10th ccutmy, could bo guilty of such 
crimiual folly as tho Kansas Prohibitionists aro now 
committing.

In Now York thoy havo a “Society of Medical 
Jurisprudence and Stato Medicine.” At tho last 
regular meeting of this society, somo remarkable pa­
pers woro road, chief among which appear to havo 
been thoso of Wm. M. MoLaury, M. 1)., President of 
tho Board of Trustees, and one by E. II, Bonn, Ksq., 
another mo.uber of tho board. As showing the drift 
of thought among men of largo observation and reflec­
tion upon “Social Ethics,” wo quote a feu paragraphs 
from Mr. Bonn’s paper:

Another grant cause of prostitution iso u ru u ju s t lavs con­
cerning marring© ami divorce. These views I  know aro con­
trary to tho prevailing opiuious of tbo pooplo iu this part of 
the bouutry, or tho opinions generally expressed by taepeo- 
plo who, whatever they may suppose thoy think, lmvo uot, in 
my opinion, thought very deeply ou tho subject. I t seoma to 
be fashionable nud n cheap vny of becomiug or being popular 
with tho churchee, to inveigh against easy divorce—in re­
ality against divorce for any cause.

I  charitably believe that this and the want of due considera­
tion are the causes of tho numerous expressions o t objection 
to divoroe. B ut it is true, nevertheless, or a t least it so 
seems tom e, that if divorces wore allowed for other causes 
thau ndultery, nnd thodivorced persons aro allowed to m arry 
again, it would bo hotter for tlio morals of tho parties con­

cerned as well as for their innocent children. I  do not be­
lieve that the life of two persons should be blighted and 
their future made miserable by na unfortunate or mistaken 
marriage. I  do not believe that two persons who hate each 
o ther should be required to live together in a  state of hos­
tility . I  do not believe that n woman ought to be compelled 
to live with a habitual drnnknrd or any one who is dangerous 
or who daily makes himself offensive for any cause. I  bo- 
Hevo the offspring of such parents so living together and 
bating ,each other will be, and in many cases, and much 
more likely in all oar.es, are vicious nud depraved. I  believe 
that auoU m utual hatred, or the hatred b y  one of the other, 
is the cause of adultery, and that this city is full ot mnrried 
prostitutes who became aud are such tor these reasons.

That is to say, the law makes prostitutes, in and out 
of marriage, and the law is the chief producer of crim­
inals by preventing men and women from separating 
when they find they can no longer live happily, i. e., 
lovingly together. Again, as to tho influence of tlie 
church, or of Christianity as a factor in Social Ethics, 
especially in tho moral, elevation or degradation of 
woman, Mr, Benn says:

Experience has proven that prostitution or adultery can­
not ho abolished by law. I t  is said that the Homan Cntholio 
religion, where girls are obliged to confess their sins, doe9 
rostrniu th is vice, but statistics do not prove it, for out of 
2000 prostitutes 972 had Protestant training, 977 Catbolio 
training, while only 61 had no religious training. Aud in the 
number of prostitutes given iu the statistics mentioned, this 
was the proportion of Protostauts, Catholics, and non- 
professors. Is  there any better test than this? Tho idea 
underlies all Christian teaching that woman is inferior to 
man, that she caused the fall of man and was consequently 
cursod of God; nnd in all Christian countries she has been 
regarded as inferior to man and subject to him. This idea 
was the foundation of the Canon law, by which woman has 
been so long deprived ot her rights; but in spite of, and not 
because ot Christianity, and because of the progress ot man­
kind in arts, sciences, education, and civilization, woman is 
being elevated and is fast acquiring her rights, and may hope 
soon to be legally, as she now is morally and intellectually, 
the equal ot man. This progress is being made, not in the 
most Christian but in the most skeptical parts ot the coun­
try ; and where such progress is made, woman becomes and is 
more intelligent, virtuous, and refined. There she is trnly 
elevated.

The New York World recently spoke 
as follows:

A Chicago paper tma taken some trouble 
to prove that prohibition is not altogether a 
failare in Kansas. It coaid have learned 
that from the World lost summer. The law 
has made more liars, cheats, sneaks, spies 
and s]y guzzlers than exist in any other stato 
in the Union.

Now this may apply to Kansas for all 
anyone knows to the contrary, but in 
Iowa the effects of tbo law have been 
more beneficial. Some of our most vir­
tuous lawyers are making piles ot mon­
ey at the expense ot wicsed men, and 
the "greatest distillery in the world” is 
located iu the very center ot our state. 
Country drug stores aro doing a fair bus­
iness and city folks drink water or any­
thing else they mny like better, just us 
they please. In  other respects, too, Iowa 
compares favorably to Kansas. To get 
married in K ansas without paying a foe 
t o somebody is a crime and tho criminals 
are both put into jail for an indefinite 
time. The winds and the grasshoppers 
in Kansas have & bad reputation, but 
thoy are blessings compared to tho mon­
ey sharks who are eating up the land. To 
be honest and hardworking and mind­
ing ytmr own business is no recommend­
ation, bu t to xnoddle with other people's 
affairs and other people’s morals is the 
higkt of Kansas respectability. We who 
live iu Iowa barely suspect how well wo 
are off until we are somewhat acquaint­
ed with Kansas law, Kansas society, 
Kansas "prosperity,” and Kansas piety. 
—Justice, B urlington Iowa.

Tho average county newspaper is usually a pretty 
good barometer or wcather-vano toksho\v tho drift of 
public sentiment,"at least of tho sect, party or clique 
whose organ said paper purports to be. For this ‘rea­
son we reproduce elsewhere an effusion of neighbor 
VanMeter, editor of tbo Republican organ of Yallcy 
Falls, and, if wo mistake not, the oldest Republican 
nowspaper in tho county. This paper is supposed al­
so to represent tho average sentiment of the churches 
in Valley Falls and Jefferson County, unless it be the 
Roman Catholic and Christian, or Campbellito ele­
ments.

Whilo wo think the article referred to is a sufficient 
comment upon its author and upon the public senti­
ment that sustains and endorses such journalistic ef­
forts, wo will venture to ask neighbor Van Meter a 
few questions.

(1) Did you ever see or hear of a saying liko this: 
“Curses, like chickens come homo to roost” ? or this, 
“They who sow tho wind must reap tho whirlwind”? 
When you advocate tho suppresssion of a paper whose 
doctrines you do not endorse, do you not know that 
tho same rule might in turn lead to your suppression?

(2) You speak of my “scathing and unjust haranguo 
against” Mr. Hiscr. Aro you willing that your read­
ers shall seo just what I did say in tho article alluded 
to? If so, I will furnish you tho typo ready sot, so it 
will cost you nothing but tho space. If you will not do 
this, will it not bo a confession that you dare not let 
your readers see how badly you misrepresent us?

(3) You call us “intolerant” because an old man, 
Soward Mitchell, in his honest indignation over a 
most cruel outrage, advises tho instrument of that, out­
rage to go out and hang himself. Wo ask is there any ; 
comparison between tho intolerance that simply ad­
vises a wrongdoer to suppress himself and tho intoler­
ance that would use violence, whether legal or other­
wise, to suppress an honest opponent who asks only 
his equal, his natural rights?

Finally wo would just say that if tho Lucifer band 
had been so very intolerant as wo aro represented by 
the Now Era, Mr. Hiscr would not now bo treated by 
us as ho has been for tho past four or five months. In­
stead of being allowed to come and go as freely as 
before, ho would have beon told that “tho little home 
on tho farm is not largo enough for you and us. If 
you have a better right hero than we, you can stay and 
wo will go.”

It were better 
for him never to havo been born.” Of all this victims 
of this inhumanly cruel and wholly unprecedented 
ctussdo we regard W, F. Hisor as most profoundly to 
he pitied.

S i s t e r  H a l l e y  In  S l a t e r  Bi tlcR.
If  all the members of the L iberal 

League wero as brave and benevolent 
toward Lucifer and its persecuted band 
as that faithful worker, Mrs. H. S. Lake, 
it is not likely that innocent reformers 
would stand long behiud prison bars. 
Her letter in issue Jnu. 11th, is written 
in a commondable spirit; yet, agreeing 
tha t it contains much tru th  we may be 
permitted to criticize some of her posi­
tions which wo deem untenable.

W ith her, we uphold tho honesty and 
public declaration of conjugal relation­
ships, as well as the sacredness of their 
responsibilities; but, that there are wor­
thy people who hold these relations in 
secret we cannot dare to question. I t  is 
certainly a mo«t fearful accusation to 
make against the mole sex, which com­
pose at least nearly half of humanity, 
and among whom #o find the fathers, 
the brothers, the b o d s  and tho compan­
ions of woman that thefe arc «u honest 
«icn—that no man can be trusted  to hold 
inviolate his sacred promise to any 
woman unless he makes that promise 
public—if the publicity  is all that men 
hold sacred, then they look upon womJu 
individually as haring no rights which 
they are bound to respect. I f  this was 
my opinion of men, if even among the 
brave band of reformers, I  found no ex­
ceptions then I  would not choose a com­
panion, or have a son, or a brother, or 
a father, if I  could help it, among such 
animals!

I  will admit that both men and won cn 
are so born and bred in the habit of

obeying St'. Custom more than con­
science, tha t mauy good people are b y  
tho forco of untoward oircumstauces, in­
fluenced to neglect duties which their 
own hearts prompt them to fulfill; but 
there nre both men and women developed 
beyond this mediocrity—individuals of 
integral character unfolded to a high 
standard of moral selfhood. I  kuow, 
and among these, in fact, number Edwin 
and Lillian. Surely they did not make 
this declaration because they could not 
tru it  each other without it. The true 
light of love guided them, and their pub- 
lio announcement only proved tbeir wil­
lingness for others to regard them in 
this, their true light.

Edwin 0 . W alker has not changed his 
opinions in regard to the principle  of 
variety inoonjugal love; he knows that 
it 'is  possible Tor the broadly unfolded 
afiectional nature to love more than ono 
in purity, bu t he knows that tbe condi­
tions to practicalize  this idea do not ob­
tain in present societary arrangements; 
and therefore it  is perfectly consistent 
for him to acknowledge autouomistio 
marriage.

In re g a rd to  this im portant point in 
the consideration of this subject, duty 
baa called upon me to reiterate the idea 
over and over again, tha t the needs 
of society demand the home as the basis 
of nil operations. Every human boiug 
needs a  home—a home for the body and 
a'home for the heart. These needs must 
be supplied either by the mouogamio 
isolated family, or by' the associative 
industrial family; yot tho former is fast 
passing away and the latter is to be in­
stituted in the near future, is plain to 
those who have studied the subject in 
the light of social science. In  the trans­
ition between the two, reformers wisely 
institute nutonomistio marriage. The 
brave Lucifer band will load us through 
this transition betweon the old and the 
new, onward to tbe reconstruction  of 
society through industrial association. 
The builders of the new will work with 
us. Tho iconoclasts, whoso work is yet 
merely to tear down the old, nre not 
ready to join us. So be it; we must 
thank them  for etill clearing the lan 
preparatory to the uprising edifloe of 
the future.

Every transition stage suffers tho rest­
lessness of unsettled conditions. There 
are thousands of men and women who 
feel this unrest, yet who do not study 
into the cause sufficiently to view the 
matter philosophically. They have out­
grown tho old yet do not fully compre­
hend the tru th  that the new m ust oomo; 
therefore have not been brought to toke 
suitable positions in tho transition- 
Popular society is full of examples, and 
it veils could bo lifted then would nearly 
everybody open their eyes in astonish­
ment to see nearly everybody else doing 
what they secretly thought no one else 
did but themselves; yet’ knowing that 
they were irresistibly drawn into this 
secret net-work because they f elt^obliged 
to accept as, in their opinion, the least of 
two evils.

A lady physician in this city, a woman 
of wealtband distinction, informs mo that 
she has had wonderful opportunities to 
investigate in all classes, from the most 
highly cultivated oircles all through the 
intervening grades, to tho lowest avenues 
of human attractions; and that she knows 
• hat at least two-thirds of especially the 
best classes of society, of tho best devel­
oped men and women, are continually 
forming secret love alltnnoes. Now, if 
Mrs. Lake’s sweeping assertions aro cor­
rect, theu nil this vast number of people 
nre “silly," and among them cannot bo 
found one “clear brained" woman who 
“values herself."

Well, sister Lake, tlipu art partially 
correct; they are tho viotims of that 
mighty but tottering institution on 
which society is yet most shakiugly and 
shockingly based, viz: monogamio mar­
riage I and thou wilt yot help us recon­
struct society on a broader baois of lovo 
and labor.

I n  I t  a  C h i n r i U i l c n V
E. O. W alker and .Lillian Uaiman nre 

no more open to criticism than are most 
othor agitators of the m arriage ques­
tion. They are noble and faithful cham­
pions of Social Freedom as they undcr~ 
stand it. And thero are very few who 
seom to understand it  bettor than they 
do. Yet it seems to be a very crude 
phase of freedom which they represent. 
Peoplo who talk about the “true God," 
“ true religion,” nnd “true marriage,” are 
to be compared to children jnst learn­
ing to walk, or to people who have been 
utterly blind bu t now “see men ns trees 
walking." I  am not impatient, or dicta­
torial. I know that everything is jnst 
as it is, and that humnn development im ­
plies every possible variety of character 
and opinion. Nothing pleases mo moro 
than any evidences th a t human thought 
is being stirred. I  believe in whatever

a t the present seems to me to be true, 
bu t the one tiling Ibelieyo more than nil 
others is tha t the real tru th  will be ac­
cepted at last.

I t  is not ns teachers of truth that wo 
can do the most good, but as agitators of 
thought. So E. 0. Walker nnd Lillian 
Harman nre doing more good, jnst now, 
than is in the power of auy of tho rest 
of us to do, although sorao may appear 
on paper, more logical than they.

I  do not profess to bo an anarchist 
“par excellence," or to bo ablo to do that 
doctrine or its advocates absolute justice, 
ba t I  am not ablo to seo that they nre 
not all as open to criticism as our Kan­
sas friends. Do any of them pay taxes? 
If  so they nro false to their faith. I 
know that Benjamin K. Tucker did re­
fuse to pay a cortaiu tax, nnd for might 
I know he is carrying out his principles.
1 presume somebody', however, pays 
taxes on tho outfit of the paper ho pub­
lishes. If  ho has a way of avoiding 
taxes altogether, I  wish he would tell mo 
how tho thing is done. And do any of 
our anarchist friends do any busiuess in 
company, and if so do they avoid doing 
it in a legal way? And does one of them 
ever put a  deed ou record to malm it 
legal?

Tho criticism I  have for Harmnu- 
Wnlker is this: They nro guilty of «l/p- 
n ify ing  mar riago—holding it up with one 
bond while pulling it down with tho other. 
Radicals are tho only people who exert 
any influence. All others are  but chips, 
it not indeed rotten chips, floating down 
tho current. But for such radicals ns 
Walker and Harman the “Morriago'* 
would soon become odious, nnd it must 
be ruada so before tho infinitely corrupt 
nnd debasing system with which this 
term is in tho gonernl mind identified 
can be abolished B u t-I  refrain from 
all further “criticism" till our two 
friends are free to tako a hand in tho 
discussion.

“Zeno" and Mrs, H. S, Lake. (See Luci­
fer, Jan. 14.)

Zeno, I  take it, is u big “two-fisted" 
follow, not much undorBixfeot in height* 
and woighing from ICO to 180 pounds 
Shame on him thou for not showing (on 
paper at lonstl) moro respect Cor honest 
courage than to counsel compliance with 
nn utterly  shameful nnd imwarnntablo 
demand in favor of nlioathon^mummery. 
Excessive moral courage is not so plen- 
ful that "Zeno" need feel callod'npon to 
discourage its development. B ut with 
my wholo soul I  thank him for th© last 
fivo sentences of his nrticle. Lot us havo 
Lillian Harman out of jml whothor aho 
objects or no. I  will agree to submit 
gracefully to whatever punishment I

I  give Mrs. II. S. Lake credit for a 
high degreoof intelligence, and I  believo 
if she will review herjarticleshe will per­
ceive th a t it is somewhat faulty nud il­
logical.

I t  simply has 
this effect, to givo tho husband the right 
to commit rape at will upon the woman 
who thus sinks her womanhood in her 
wifehood, nnd to tear from lier if ho 
pleases, the child, the product of his ra­
pacity, Tho very least that can prop­
erly be said of getting married is that it 
is a  shameful thing to do. Not only does 
marringo givo the husband this power, 
but it  does not imposo upon him  the 
slightest obligation, except ho Lave 
property, and not then only on condition 
she submit to his embrace, no matter 
how loathsome. Getting m arried, or 
having any publio demonstration what­
ever, does not amount to the slightest 
“guarantee.” There is nothing about it 
but tho veriest hypocrite or pretender 
might engage in without running the 
slightest risk. The only possible guar­
antee an honorable man can make, is to 
make his lover the legal possessor of a 
substantial amount of property. This 
is a thing a true Freethinker will do, but 
what tho avorflgo husband does not do, 
and is not expected to do. Of course I 
do Mrs. Lake tho justice to adm it that 
I  believo she would hare m arriage u t­
terly nbolifiked—tbat is, all b u t tho 
namo and tho shadow. lin t be assured,

when the substance goes both tho shadow 
and the name will go with it.

Our good friend W. Perkins (Lucifer 
Jan. 14) is, I  think, particularly unfor­
tunate iu selecting Garrison, who do- 
mainled unconditional abolition as backer 
to a set of reformers who only go for tho 
modification of an infernal system.
