Early in l$G0 1 heard a gentleman sav to a friend, 
“ Who is your first choice for the nomination?” The 
ausiycr was, "My first choice is the nouiiiiee.” lie 
liml abdicated himself and surrendered his personality 
so effectually to the thimble-riggers of the party that 
he had not manhood enough left to form a choice or 
to express an opinion. He was merely one of tho 
chips with which political shulllers were gambling for 
the presidency. Thirty y’e irs of American politics have 
hardened me in iniquity, nml such a remark would 
neither shock nor surprise mo now; hut at that tirno it 
startled me, for I had believed that Americans were a 
free and independent people, and I said; “ If ever tlio 
sentiment of that answer becomes the inspiration and 
the sign of party loyalty in this country, the corrup­
tion of American puhlic lifo will follow.” That 
corruption is the bane of our politics to-day, and so 
contagious is the disease that tho moral poison of it 
has already infected oursocial constitution. Business 
honesty is lading away, because it is not able to com­
pete with privileged monopoly. Almost everything 
wc buy is adulterated; 14 ounces make a pound of 
sugar, 3 pecks make a bushel of potatoes, 
pounds' a'ton of. fioal. “Instead of being mutuartieipers, 
wo are competitors with one another in the markets 
of labor.

Jefferson foresaw what was coming. With the moral 
instinct of a great statesmen who cun analyze history 
and pronounce judgment on the future, from aknowl- 
edga of tho past, lie wrote, nearly a hundred years ago: 
"The people will remain virtuous so long us agricul­
ture is our principal object, which will be the case 
while there remain vacant lands in America. When 
we get piled on one another in largo cities as in Eu­
rope, we shall go to eating one another as they do 
there.” Well,, the land is gone. I t is largely in the 
possession of monied corporations or -mortgagee 
landlords. Wo «rc piled upon one another in great 
cities, nnd we nre eating one another.

Speaking of old Romo, a little while before morti­
fication had set in, Mr. Fronde, the historian, said: 
"Money was tho one thought from tho. highest sen- 
ator to tho poorest wrotch who sold his vote in the 
comitia. For money judges givo unjust decrees, and 
juries gave corrupt verdicts. The elections were 
managed by clubs and coteries, and those who spent 
most freely were most certain of success, 'Tlio great 
commoners bought their way into tho magistracies, 
and from the magistracies they passed into tho senato. 
Public spirit in tlio masses was cither dead or sleep­
ing, and the free forms of tlio constitution wero 
themselves the instruments of corruption.”

You will hardly believe me, hut I assure you 111 at 
Mr. Fronde wrote that of the Roman republic in the 
days of Julius Ciesar, and not of tho American repub­
lic in tho days of Grover Cleveland. What a familiar 
sound it lias—"Tho great commoners bought their 
way into the magistracies, and from tlio magis­
tracies i they passed into tho senate.” In the 
Hurry of every election I read in tho papers 
that 15oss Tom, or Ross Dick, or Ross Ilarry, or Mick, 
has sold out this ward, or that club, or tlio other pre­
cinct, but that lie will not bo able to deliver tlio goods.
I follow this prophesy to tlio end, and I generally find 
it false; lie doe* deliver tlio goods and bo gets his 
money for them.

I have said that in matters of social theory Jeffer­
son was an Individualist, a word which needs a special 
delinilion, and which I define to mean in this discus­
sion an advocate of the separate and individual rights 
of man, as opposed to tlio prineiplo of socialism, or 
that system in which personal freedom is given up in 
return for the material advantages obtained muter tlio 
rule of a common government. As personal freedom 
has always been a very great luxury to mo I was an 
Individualist in tlio senso of this definition of the word

portiinitics, but not in a communism of their achieve­
ments and results. 1 hollevQ in individual exertion 
and In individual reward. Individualism compels 
development, while Socialism, although it may feed 
tlio bodies, will fatten tlio energies of men, and make 
them tndolont. The industry of individual persons 
and lint of communities, makes tlio vast aggregate of 
Irunfau comforts and nil the marvelous triumphs of tho 
body nnd tho mind. To me Socialism appears to he a 
waste/if men, and T bring a monastery before you as 
an illustration of that waste. Socialism 1 s content- 
ment,jftind from a stato of content nicn bogiu to de­
generate and to retrograde. Content is alusuioiis 
fruit, liiit it soon becomes mouldy and diseased.

Tlicfu are some ol my objections to Socialism, as a 
plan for tho regulation of the affairs of men and 
womeiaiii what is called civilised life. 1 liavo been 
assurddiDy friends of mine who nvo Socialists, that, 
tlicrcTw' nothing in Socialism properly understood 

that abridges in any way tlio personal freedom ol tlio 
ciLizciinpn the contrary, they assure mo that Locinlism 
offers afiscemity for that freedom. I liopo they will 
ho ahlqfto maintain that position hero. Tlio vnliio of 
this clmrijli to nie is that it is the only one in town, so 
far ng'IIUnow, that permits tho congregation to talk 
hack aJ|Uu, preacher, and 1 hope that some of the 
iuemheta.\vilLtalk.hack,at.,.nio to-night. It, may he

is on the question: How much of tlioso rights, privi­
leges and opportunities is included in tho domain of 
Socialism? And it may' he that in this matter of 
quantity lies tho difference between them nnd Jpf, 
l'erson.

When I sav that in politics Jefferson was a Demo­
crat, I mean by politics the science of public welfare, 
the regulation of human interests within the proper 
sphere of tlio agency' called government; nml by i)onio. 
crat I moan one who does not recognize any class dis­
tinctions or privileges of caste; one who believes that 
tlio good of all tho people is the proper objoclof every 
act of government, and tho only' moral foundation for 
nny lawatall; one who holds that what is good or 
bail for them must bo determined by the people them­
selves; that their will mustgoveru, and that the surest, 
way to ascertain that will is by tlio popular expres­
sion of it in the form of a ballot, nnd that the ma­
jority of opinion thus formed shall prevail.

It is afcommoii belief in this country, as well as in 
England and Franco, that an untrammoled democracy' 
was Jefferson's ideal of a perfect political system. 
This is a mistake, and out of this mistake wo liavo 
coined a good deal of clap-trap about “majority' rule,” 
the "sovereignty of the people," tho divino melody’ of 
the people's "voice,” and that canting excuse for a 
thousand mistakes and a thousand wrongs, called “the 
greatestgood totlio grcateslniimbcr,” as if there oould 
bo in a civilized democracy any "smallest number" 
outside the principle of the “greatest good.” .Jefferson 
behoved in the rule of tho majority within tho sphere 
f its legitimate powers, hut that sphere was a very 

contracted one, circumscribed within very’ narrow 
limits by the lights of the individual citizen, lie was 
as jealous of tlio “sovereignity of the peoplo” as of 
the sovereignty of the king. In his own day it was 
charged upon Jefferson with great force thatlio was hos- 
tilo to tho constitution of tho United Statcs.aml that lie 
had opposed its adoption. Even in our dav this oppo­
sition is regarded by many as a Haw in the statesman­
ship and a ’blemish on the patriotism of Jefferson, 
hut ho opposed tho constitution bccauso it did not 
sufficiently curb tho democracy and diminish tlio sov­
ereignty of the people. lie opposed it because it. did 
not contain tlio English liill of Rights and the Eng­
lish Habeas Corpus law. Again let him speak for 
himself, lie  was .in Franco when the constitution 
was about to he voted ok by’ the stales, and on tlio 
20tli of December, ITS?, lie wrote from Haris to Mr, 
James Madison on tho subject of tlio constitution. 
After telling what ho approved in it ho said: “ I will
tell you what 1 do not like. First, tlio omission of a 
hill of rights providing clearly and without tho aid of 
sophism for freedom of religion,_ frecdom of the press, 
protection against standing armies, restriction of mo­
nopolies, tho eternal and unremitting foreo of the 
lialieas corpus laws, ami trials by jury in all mattersof 
fact triable by tlio laws of the land.” His objection 
to the constitution was not that it gavo the democracy 
too little, but too much; not that it was not liberal 
enough to the "greatest number,” hut that it was too 
liberal, and put Hie smallest number at the mercy uf 
the greatest.

Whether this bo accounted as a deficiency of 
the male or as a  surplus of the femnlo popu­
lation, it is n m atter moro diflic alt to deal with 
than the surplus's aud deficiencies which 
puzzle tho heads of financiers and econo­
mists. The statesman or philosopher who 
shall restore o proper balance of the sexes 
will add immensely to tho sum of humau 
happiness.—E xch a n g e . ♦

A few years ago a noted metro­
politan preacher when asked wliat 
should or could bo done to cure the 
“social evil” in said; metropolis, is 
reported as replying in language 
like this:

‘Put all the prostitutes on board 
an old worthless ship, tow them out 
to sea and then scuttle the ship.” 

Some such plan as this would 
perhaps furnish the speediest way of 
getting rid of the “surplus female 
population,” and thereby “restore 
a proper balanco of the sexes.” An­
other way, not quito so speedy but 

qually effective, would be to adopt 
tho Chinese method of strangling 
surplus female infants.

Tho writer of tho abovo very sug­
gestive paragraph, appeals to tho 
statesmen and philosophers of tho 
land to “restore a proper balance of 
tho sexes” and thereby “add im­
mensely to tho smu of human hap­
piness/* Hut where is tho states­
man, where the philosopher who is 
bold enough to treat this problem 
with the same plainness ot speech 
and tho same honestv of logic that 
ho would u h q  in treating of tho labor 
question, tho money question, or any 
other practical issue of tho day on 
ol tho age? ■ To impure honestly 
and earnestly into tho causes of our 
social ills Is to open the question as 
to whether monogamy—by which is 
meant tho legal ownership of tho 
sex-liciod of woman and man by 
each other aud by the state—is tho 
truo ami onlv solution—tho only ba­
sis of morality in tho sex-relations 
of men and women. Skepticism or 
doubt, if expressed, in regard to 
this fundamental dogma is Hat blas- 

licmy against the deity known as 
$t. Custom, a sin never to be for­
given by tho worshipers at that sa­
cred shrine, and hence it is not 
strange that but fow men and still 
fewer women avo brave enough to 
imperil their chances of success in 
lifuby tho avowal of heretical no­
tions in regard to this cardinal arti­
cle of faitii and practice.

Among the few “philosophers”— 
diilauthropists, who are bravo ami 
toncst enough to challenge time- 

honored prejudices on this subject is 
Dr. MoLaury, “President of tho 
Hoard of Trustees of tho Society ol 
Medical Jurisprudence” (X. V.) 
In a paper read before a meeting of 
that organization, on the “Social 
Evil” Dr. MoL. says:

I fancy.1 hour some one say, well, let at; 
moil anil wornou marry. So far as our soci­
ety U concerned all men may marry—all wo- 
men cannot, for thaaimploronsou that mNow 
York fc’ity atone*, there are forty lo fifty thou- 
natal more women tlmu men. Taking curStnto 
and tho New Kuglniul States,there arol.V),000 
more women than men. Then (hero nro150,000 
men who won’t marry, ami there U no law 
to compel thorn. That leave* .100,000 wo. 
men, la this email geographical circle, with­
out tho possibility of getting married.

The Dr. might have added with 
equal truth, that, in the states 
named, there are at least 150,000 
more men who, while they are will­
ing enough lo marry, ought never 
to become fathers; men who nro 
physically diseased or mentally de­
formed or Imbecile lo such a degree 
that no woman, with proper regard 
for the natural rights of offspring to 
a sound mind in a healthy body, 
would over chouse ono of them as 
the father of her prospectKo child. 
This would make, say, -150,000 wo­
men in that limited area who either 
cannot marry at all, or who cannot 
marry with a duo regard to the 
physical and mental endowment of 
their prospective offspring. 

Continuing, Dr/AIcLuiiry:
Can we say that all those £00,000 won.su 

nro implacably wicked if they have ardent 
lo\o natures and sometimes yield to them? 
Docs not God’s law give them emotion*, pas- 
slcus, aud riiiltts equally with their married 
aiders? Some ot tho most affectionate, lov­
ing girls eier horn into lifo have gone down 
to despair and suicide through remorse and 
self.condomnntlon at their inability to con. 
trol their love for men perhaps wholly un­
worthy*

While this is nil loo sadly true, Is 
it any the less truo and any the less 
deplorablo that thousands "of good, 
nffectionato girls have lived lives 
tilled with “remorse and s. lf-eon- 
demnation” and have withered away 
nnd died untimely because of their

“Inability to control their love for 
men wholly” worthy? Tho cast-iron 
rules of artificial society, do not al­
low girls to make known their love 
lo the object of their affection, and, 
of course, under tho reign of mono- 
gamic law’s it is a crime for a man, 
however worth)’, to respond, to tho 
love of more tban one woman du­
ring her lifetime, even though that 
chosen one should afterwards be­
come and for long years remain a 
physical or mental wreck.

Mins Phelps says uo man can realize the 
agonies womon sailor from 1.1 to 30, that Is, 
from the nubile age to marriage, Mauddcy, 
in “Body and Mind,”  says.

Sex­
ual starvation is a condition in which eithor 
men or women may reach a state wheu they 
will sacrifice everything dear In life to them 
to appease that appetite—money, property, 
friends, family, icpotatlon, and even the 

hopes of eternal blisss.
* Byron says, “Love is of m an’s life 

a  thin# apart; ’tis woman’s whole existence.” 
I  think that statistics show that there aro 
more women in insane asylums lu-day from 
s o l d o  perversion of the love nature, or sox- 
ual aberration, than all other causes put to­
gether.

E verym an 
can read th e  newepapor for himself, so 
we do no t need o u r assemblies one day 
in seven ns wo ouco did. F o u r o r Jive 
hours m oderate labor per day by every 
able  bodied m an and woman, will pro ­
duce all tho  ucoessarios nod all tho luxu­
ries of life. M en do not need to  work 
six days in  the  week now; in fact, when

th a t ho w ill not noed, like Paul, to any. 
“llow  to perform  th a t which is righ t I  
fiud not.”

D. In stead  of the  endless siu, misery 
and hell of tho church  systems, wogivo 
you endless progress.
