(Concluded.)

To impoverish the spirit of the Awmerican race, and
to  abolish personal independence is the effort
ol public and private legislation, thedoctrine of self-
preservation, and the'ruling principle of “business,” It
wo caunot be despots in our own proper persons, wo
try to hold stock in a despotism.  Aund when our cf-
forts to break the spirit of independence in our neigh
bors has resulted, as itever will result, in weakening
our own, we crawl at the feet of power and meanly
beg for government,  In the ancient day, and even in
this country in our bwn day, the man entering the
stato of slavery was permitted under certain circum-
stances to choose his own master,  We too, entering
slavery, clioose for our master that aspiring genius,
government,  We beg alms of it, and work, and
wages, and pensions,  Wo require of it that it make
Qear the articles we havo to sell, and that it make
chieap thearticles we bave 1o buy.  We pray to it that
it pour impossible prosperity upon our particular busi-
ness, ns the superstitious farmers used to pray for im-
possible rain.  We demand that it compel customers
to come to our shop, aml drive them away f{rom the
shop of our rival across the street.  We demand of
government that every act of our own scltishness shall
be made an act of congress, Basest of all we implore
this Hercules ealled government to break the arm or
the leg of every man or boy who aspires for a living
at our own particular trade; or, at least, to forbid him
Ly law to learn or practice the craft, which amounts
to tho same thing,  Three-fourths of our clerks and
mechanics are at this moment huploring government
to protect them against the fingers and lrains of
women.  (Fovernment is all i all, anid powerless man-
lond “stands like a cipher in the great account,”
Gouvernment myst do cverything, from diggmg a river
to building 2 monument to our dead politicians. At
the Jast session of congress a gentleman who was at
Washington, lobbying for the butterine bill, declared

Gcls, For ealohere,

that it was the duty of government to mgko butter 30

cents a ponnd, and eggs 30 cents a dozen, e 1sthe
president of the dairymen’s assaciation, and as lie wax
supposed to have a good many voteg behind him his
claim was recognized and the butterino bill was passol,
Tast week a statesman from Chicago in the Illinois
legislature declarved at Springticld that it was tho duty
of government to mako aseaveity of barrels, and buck.
ctg, and tubs, 1o that end ho introdueced a bill mak-
g it a penal offenso for any persan to use thoso nr-
trcles a second time.  1is reason was that tha coopers
trado needed a Yhoom” and  of course, it was tho dnuty
of “government” to vreato it, It used to be that a
man was ol ago at 21, 1t is not sonow,  Untilho is
thres score atd ten, and even beyond that, e s under

1the patronage and gnardianship of “government”

In tho vame of common sense whatsis “wovern-
ment?”  lsat our creator or our ereature?  Aro we
ity agents, or its principal? Do wo exist for govern.
ment ot government for us? s it any money to dis
tribute among us but what we give it? Has it any
power, except what has been given by uy, ortaken from
us? W have given that it may serve nsyithas taken,
that it may master us,  1las govermuent a surplus of
privileges up in the sky, which it may seatter among
its favorites like a Gal? s the sum of all the privi-
leges belonging to the body politic s included in the
sum of ollats rights, and as rights ave equal, it fol-
lows that any special privilege conferred by govern-
ment upon one man is rigzﬁt, stolen from another,

I have lightly touched upon some of the prominent
principles of Jefferson, awl I have tried to adap the
moral of them to our present conditions,  Thoe long
public lifo of Jefferson, and his frecly uttered opinions
of sixty years could not al ways{m consistent with
each other, and yet [ Jind Jiim to ho more consistent
in principles, in practice, and opinipns, than any othar,
ianerieau-statesmai §famtlonsl importthos s lvsilt
in his time or ours,  Further, 1 find his doctrines
possessed of moral magnetism  of such  marvelous
power that our wayward and eccentrie polities are al.
ways trying to get back to tho principles hio establish.
ed in lus writings and in his ollicial nction, e was
an ardent Democrat in polities and religion.  lle
thought that the only racred thing in cithor was hu-
mamty. He beiieved that gods and angels wero al.
ready well provided for, but he knew that men and
women were not,  Ha demanded that gnvernment tako
its heavy hand of patronago and oppression from the
citizen, and let the people go,  He also required that
each man tako hix own Heavy hawd ofl  his” neighbor.
We read in the Bible that *“Where the spivit of God is,
there is liberty'  YWhen society rises to the level of
Jefferson, the revised version  will rvead like thix,
*Where the spirit of Man s, there is liberty.”

IS IT “STRANGE

The late Russo-American treaty
by which “fugitives” from Russian
justice(?) ara to bo extradited, sent
back to bu tried(¥) convicted, exe-
cuted or rent to the Siberian mines
for life beecauso they are saspected
of “conspiring” against  the benign
nnd eminently paternal rule of tho
czar—this treaty has  leen the sub-
joet of mnota little comment by
wany public speakers and by that
part of the Americau  press not yet
dominated by the monopolistic and
antocratic tendencies of onr govern-
ment.  Of course tho present czar
and his  governmental policy have
come in for o good shave of adverse
eriticism  {rom these reformatory
speakers and editors, and their pro-
tests against Russianizing our coun-
try have furnished the eapitalistio
wress with many a text which it
s not been slow to use.

the goevermuent at Washington, and
no wonder that owr Evarts sent lot-
ters of condelence when a czar was
slain by his ontraged subjecty, and
no wonder that our Bayard, ns a
true representative of AAmerican an-
tocraoy, makes treaties to help crash
tho last expiring struggles ot Lilicr-
ty in Russin, 1.

In fact, I
do not think that svy Anarchist whois
Just an Individvalist, advocates revo-
lutionary methods, All who call them-
selves Anorchists and ot tho same'time
counsel, directly or impliedly, remort to
violont mensuroes, are, I think, more or
less strongly tinctured with Stato So-
cialism, tho principles of whicharo the
very opposito of those of Anarchism,
sowmetimes conlled Autonomism, more
often, Individualisia, Their roformatory
and revolutionary idens may be more
diroetly traeed to their perception of
tho oconomic wrongs under which the
masses groan than to their understand-
ing of the basfe {dans of individual
sovereignty.

As Mr. Allison hns directed most of
his arguments ngainst a pesition whicl
is not mino, 1 do not need to farilher
concern myeell therewith, bnt will pro-
coed to oxnmine his aflitmations, those
which nssert {ho harmlessness or benefi-
cenco of thio ballot. IHosays truly when
Lo avers that iho ballot is n monns
whoreby we givi R xpression to our con-
victions, but Lo stienld lave added that
it is nlso the iustrumentality which we
nse toforoo them upon those who do not
accepb them, Does Liey n TFreolhinker,
juetify tho use of fores to sooure the
recognition aud practicalization of lis
idcas, bis opinions? Yot this is precise-
ly what manjorityism involves,--.withoutit
the ballot is nothivg, ns employed at this
thne, It rests divectly wpon tho sword
tho musket, tho Layonet, ihe Qatling
gun—-upou brate, physical force, und
upon nothing else. "Lho convictions of
tho minority nre not considered; the
consc.onea of the individval is ot o fac-
torn tle problem. No malter how
rrossly hio moy Lo wronged by thoe State,
i ¢,y tho mujority, ho las no redcess
whatever, not in pne case in a thou.
eand, It he refuses to nbido Ly tho de-
cision of his neighbors, or of men thou.
studa of mwiles away, ho is ot their
morey. Reason and arguments aro not
tho agencios upon which they rely lo
secure noquiescenco, They answer lis
protests und argumonts with fiues, con
fiseativn, imprisonmont and  deuth!
Mr., Allison may say thnt e is o citizen
and voter and henco has a vorco iu 1ho
matter.  Bub what reliof hos Lo it out-
voted? 1o edbonot withdraw Erome the
State aa o conld from n voluntary asso-
ciation. Ile way Lorn or hns been
unturalizal into it and hig property and
l1fo aro hold to bo ot its disposal.  In
other wards, the State clams tho right
{o tole an indefinite portion of his prop-.
orty through compulgory taxation and

WIAT TIHE STATE CLAIAS,

Tn buief, the State, tho majority, ns.
smmes tho right to compel tho minority
to yield obedionca to ita odiets, and it
does not seruplo tuv moekoe nso of all the
ngencios which Mr., Allison abhors to
enforco this obedi¢nco. Thisis the con.
ception of wajority rights whieh is
regnant to-day, and becanse it is the
iden voiced Ly publio sentiment and
cmbodied in onr Jaws, do Lelnm thinl no
muau or wowan ¢nn vote without Lecowm.
ing n party before tho fact to the crimes
committed by the Stato,

Obly in a socioty whoso membars have
all agrecd to- abide by the decision
of the mwjorily iu the  seloc-
tion of oticinls, the oxpenditure
of funds, ete, is ballot-boxism legitimate,
and then so long only as the voting is

confined to the subjocts agreed upon,

never wlien now ques tions are submitted
to that test. To illustrate: MNMr, A,
joins a society whose object is to build
a school bouse. They all agree to abide
by the clhoice of the majority in the ee-
lection of the architect. Later on.itis
proposed to crect a gymoasium and it is
claimed that this proposal must be gub-
mitted to vote and that all must coneur
in tho decision of tho majority, Clearly,
this would be wrong,as Mr. A. must readi.
ly adwit. The building of the gym-
nasinm was not one of tho purposes for
which the society was organized and,
therefore, it was no part of the compact
that the money of the associators shonld
Lo taken by vote for such purpose.

In the State wofind that the clearest
prineiples of natural right aro denied
in the enactmeunt and oxecution of laws.
The citizen is not asked if he dosires to
become o mewber of this tax-paying as-
socintion; the will of past generations
ig beld binding upon hia sgninst his
plainest rights and interests; thosewlio
deprive him of his liberty and cuntiscate
his praperty are legally utknown to him,
for they cast secret ballots, nnd year by
yoar he finds thut fower and fower
of Jus fprivale coucerns aro left to
hisindividual control and that the scope
and power of the State increasesin a
corresponding ratio,

“YNTELLIGENCE.”

Mr. A, nsks me; “And doos 7nutelli-
ygence form no part of your system of
establishing ‘reform?” I reply that
I know of no way in which tho people
can be omancipated save by tho increase
of knowledge and wisdom,theintelligent
adaptation of means to ends. . They
must learn to rely upon thomselves and
coaso {o lenn upon the bLroken crutch of
the State. IIow does my questioner ex-
pect to extract nggregato wisdom, good-
ness aud power from individual fool-
ishuoess, vico uud incompetence? Num-
bers count; the voto of the most ignorant
and worthless man in his precinct sigani.
tlos just as much iu the returns asdoes
that of My, Allison, and I'rof, Youmans
cannot do nero than cancel the influence
of one Ligot while a score of the latter’s
brethren are left to swell the ma-
jority for osuperstition and  in.
tolerance, With an unlimited number
of unscrupulous politicians to do the
demago;zue net on the stump, in the cols
uimns ol tho press, and at the polls, what
good doos Mr. A. supposo that he and
n smuli band of other sincere reformers
can 1o by votivg? héro can ko find
“intolligenco” in such throwing awny of
monoy and time, much wasting of mental
and moral force? So long as people ex-
pect to vote thomselves free und pros-
perous thore is small change of their
being eithor. Thore will continueto be
folt the fover heat of the briet campaign,
and then most of tho voters will sink
bLagk into therr inter-clection comatose
stato,  Men and women who depend
upan government donot help themselves.

A QUISTION,

I would nsk Mr, A.~ITow many of
tho voters 1n your county would you
trust with tho management of your
DLusiness? And i you would not wils
lingly yield to o majority of them the
contral theroof, how do you reconcile
yoursell to their determiiuing by thoie
votes questionsof commerco, finance, in.
dQustry, moruls, religion and literaturo?
Whatwondrous alchemy is this that trans.
mutes bits of paper put into boxesby
men incapablo of carnng for even a smell
business, into the gold of such wisdom
as shall bo sufllciont to prudently and
righiteously direct tho pecuniary, edu-
cativo und othicnl afnlrs of millions?

Nay, wasle not your forces and re-
sonrces in this mauner,  Absent your-
selves from tho caucus and the polls;

The
object ot the proposed “club” or associa-
tion, with which ihe name of N.IL
Harman has been conuected, is “fres
discussion on ALL questions of huwmnu
interest,” religious, social, governmeut.
ul, scientitic, ete. Time was when free
discussion was considered the birthright
of every American, but of late n cliange
has come over the spirit of our'dronwms.
1n Chicago seven inen are now under
sentence of death for frea discussion of
governmental quostions, not one of the
aoven having beon convicted of’ nuy act
of violence or of counseling the act that
resulted in the death of the policemen.
In New Jersey C. B. Reynolds was lately
fined $23 and costs, and narrowly es-
caped the penitentiary, for froe discus.
sion on religions questions, In Vir.
ginia, Mrs. Slenker has beeu imprisonel
and is now awaiting trial, under bond”~
of 2000, for sending through tho mails
genled letters containing free discussion
on the love and sex questions. In Kau.
sas, . G, Walker, M. and G, Harman are
now under bonds, awaiting trinl for
wailing a paper containing freo disocus-
sion on the rights and wrongs of womoeu
in the sex.relation; and—whatever may
be said to the contrary, the oifence of
Lillian Herman and E. G, Walker, that
seut them to prison for more than six
months and cansed them to be directly
robbed of $118.80, (costs) nnd indirecily,
in time, fees and incidentals, of soveral
hundred dollars more--this terrible of-
fense was noither more nor loss than
free discussion on social, religious and
governmenial qnestions--so acknowl-
edged by ot lenst one of tho leading
prosecutors, ant indirectly acknowl-
edged by all who have demanded tho
suppression of Luciren, eitber by logal
machinery or by 2ol violence, which
demand has been frecly and vociferous.
ly made by leading ciiurch members,
by ministers and by the press of
Jelferson county,

Inéidentally we would hero remark
thnt tho trinl and conviction of -tho
“Anarchista” at Chieago, nnd of thoe
“Treslovors” in Ransas, had many fou-
tures in common, The Anarchists wore
indicted for murdor, but the prosecution
utterly failed to sbow that they lad
thrown the deadly bomb or that they
had influenced the thrower tn throw it,
But public opinion, a8 voicod by pulpit
and press, demanded 'a victim or vie-
tims, “Anarchism is on trialand must be
stamped out,” shouted the governmental
rabble, and recognizing his mastors,
Judge Grary instructed the jury as jury
was never instructed bofore. Andso
tho seven were condemuned to death. not
because they were murderors, not Le.
cause they hiad advised any one to com-
mit murder, but bocansoe they were Au-
archists—beonusathey had opposod, by
free discussion, the governmental robl.
Lery of man by lus fellow man. This
wns enough, Anarchy is treason to
ruders and to rulership. Away with
them-~to the gallows!

So in the cnso of the Iansas *“Free-
lovers.”! ‘They were indicted for “living
togother as man and wife without being
married,” but the prosecution utterly
tailod to sbow that thoy were not mar-
ried at the time ot such living together.
The claim mnde by tho defendants that
they were fully capable of marrying
themselves, and the proof presonted by
them that they had married themselves
before living together, was not denied
nor soriously contosted by nny officer
of thoe state, trom the prosecuting attor-
ney to Chiet Justice Horton,

On any known princivla of law and of
justice this tailure of tho prosecution
should have secured o prompt acquittal;
but public opinien, as voiced Ly the
pulpit and press, demanded & victim for
the sacritice. “Freelove is on trial nnd
must bo stamped ont,” shouted the re-
ligious and governmental rabble, and
recognizing the demand of his masters,
Judge Crozier instructed the jury na
jury never was justructed betore, He
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instructed them in effect that it was not
necessary to inquire whether the parties
wero maarried or vot, or whether they
conld marry themselves or not, but
whetber i marrying, or in attompting
to muarry, they had secured tho services
of an oflicer of church or state, armed
with alicense from the IProbate court.
Neithet the District court nor the $n-
premo court challenged the validity of
the marringe. 'L'hey dared not say that
in Kansns o wonr and woman can not
marry {bemselves in their own way; but
something must be done to check !ree
discuseion on this pivotal question. The
right of churclhi and state to control in
matters of sex, had been deniod nndig-
nored it pot defied, and thereforo the
defendants wore convictod--convicted of
what? Of adulery? Nol Of conéu-
bLinago? No! Nota singlo crime in all
the calendar of crimes, whether natural
or artifleial, wero these defendants
found guilty of. [TFor bLe it evor re-
membered that gelting married without
license is not tnade o crime by tho Kan-
sas Statute,) Dut they were convicted
nevertlieleca——convicted of the heinous
crime of being “Freelovers!” “Social
Anarchistal  This wus tbe head and
front of tlLeir offending, Only thisand
notlijnginore;and yet for this offenso the
legal wisdom and Jegal justice ot I{unsns
condemned them to folons' cells, not for

n singlo term of imprisonment only but
to huvo tho. punishment repeated again
and agnin, or perpetually, [according to
our higlest judiciol, nuthority] so loug
us they continue to claim their natural
right to mannge their own bodics--their
own business-—withont first purchasing
leave to do so from the paternal State
of Kansae, '

After this rather long digression, in.
serted for illustration, we Lave room
only to repeat tbat bere soems very
plainly to be the key to the mysterious
words of warning addrezsod to the
Secularists of Valley Iolls. “Free dis.
cussion’ leads to Anarchism, to Blasple-
my, to Obscenity, to Ireeloveism, aud
theeo nre all crimes to bo puanished by
fines and imprisonment, if not by deatht
