During the forty-second session of

Congress four hundred and fifty-nine
acts were passed in all, and wany ol n
most culpnble character; but far more
thian halt of these, to-wit, two hundred
and fifty acts-were rushed through in
tho few expiring hours of the session,
amid confusion, uproar, and drunken-
ness of the members that would bave
disgraced a madhouse, In the disorder
and confusion that prevailed it was ut.

IPOSTAL CENSORSII L,

If the.people of the United States
beld the  relations 1o the govern-
ment that children liold to their par.
ents or pupils to their teacher, it
might be quite right and proper for
Congress, in the exercise of its pa-
ternal wisdom and benevolence, to
supervise the morals of the people
by appointing the wisest and best
men and women of the land to aet
ag censors over the pablic mails,
Parents and teachers usually pro-
hibit and punish the use of what is
called profane or lascivious lan.
guage on the part of their children
and pupils, cach  parent or teacher
being the gole judge as to what
constitutes profanity or lascivious-
ness in language.” DBut eince the
citizens of the United States do not
sustain towards the government tho
relation of children or wards toa
parent or guardian it would secm
that a censorship over the mails, de-
signed tp exclude that which may
be immoral in tendenoy, or offensive
to good taste, is altogether foreign
to our system of government.

Ungler monarchal, patnarchal or
paternalistic  forms  of govern-
ment, such as the Papal, the Rus.
sian, or even the Dritish, censor-
ship over thie morals of thoe press
and the mails might be proper
cnougly; it would be consistent with
the basie theory of such govern-
ments; but bhero itis understood that
we havono “Great Father” at the
hicad of the government, Ilere the
public oflicers are said to be the
agents or servanis of the citizen,
not his parents, guardians, masters
or rulers, and hence it would seem
tobe the provinee of the general
government to take cognizanco of
erimes only, leaving the punishment
of vices to naturo or to the locals
ized home governuents,

OUBSCENITY,

That there is such a vice as “ob-
scenity” is readily admitted by all,
but that it is the province of tho
“Yagency” known as the ' United
Statey government to punish  this
vice by prohibitory postal statutes
is quito another question or propo-
sition. The Yostal service is a cou-
venience, a kind of thoronghfare
like tho publio higliway, paid for Ly
all, and designed for the use of all,
whether rieli ar poor, for the ignor—
ant as well as the wise, the ginner as
well ns the saint, thocoarse and vie.
ifous a8 wall as the refined and mor-
al,  Postal regllations excluding
from the mails anything that would
baliable to injure tho 1naitbags or
their contents, or to cndanger the
personal safety of the carvers,
would certainly be right and proper
enough, but to inquire into tho mor.
ality or immerality, the deceney or
mdeceney,of the contents of letters
or printed documents sent under
cover through tho mails Is an invas.
ion of personal rights and privil-
eges so utterly un-American that it
secras quite astounding. wlhien wo re.
fleet, that the sous of revolutionary
sires submit tamely to such espion-
ago,

UNCONKTUTUTION AL,

It is matter of Justory,as mentioned
clsawhere in this issue, that such
eminent statesmen as Webster, Clay,
Cass aud others, tovk strong ground
against such pgetal censorship be-
cause of its unconstitutinnality. It
is also matter of history that dur
ing the long struggle over the Afri-
can slavery question, when Northern
Congressiuen were willing to make
almost any and every concession for
the sake of peace and union they
never would agreo to the demand of
tho slave-holders that  Abolition
documents should be excluded from
tho mails, They saw toa plainly
how dangerous to buman Lborty
sich a precedent would he,

Tho South ealled all antislavery
documents “incendiary”” just as it
suits sowe people now to call all
documents using plain langnage in
regard to sex by the general name
of “obscene,” But the term “in.
cendiary” was regarded as oo ine
definite, too clastic. 14 would de-
pend entirely upon the arbiteary yuls
ings of tho judgoe aud upon the
ignorant prejudieo of the jury often,
to say whetlier any partienlar docu.
ment is incendiary or not.  .\nd tho
samo objection holds with oven
greater forou against the word *fob.
seenity,”  We have absolutely no
recognized standard by which to de
terming  whether any pacticelar
document i or is ot obscene,
Words, of themselves, are not ol-
seene, auy more than haman bod.
ivs are of themselvesobscene, It de-
penda entjrely upon the use to which
words or hodies are put as to wheth.

or they aro obseene or not.  And as

every person will have his or her
own standard as vo what is modest,
chaste, and proper, azd their oppo-
site, in behavior, so every one will
Liave his or her own standard as to
what is chaste and proper or lasciv.
ious and obscene inlanguage.

It is easy to be scen, then, that
these prohibitory statutes againsy
obscenity can and will be used for
the purpose of persecuting and op-
pressing those who Lhappen to be on
the unpopular side of any question
or movement. When a man's argu.
ments cannot bo answered in any
other way it will notbe hard to fing
some partizan judge or soine ignor-
ant and prejudiced jury to convict
him of the crime of violating the
obscenity laws, And this we are
prepared to show is the animus of
tLo present proseécution  against tho
editors and publishers of the paper
called Lucirrr the Liciir-BEARER.

OUR OCFLSSE,

On Tuesday next tho editors and
publishers of this paper are cited to
n})pcar at Topeka, to answer to the
charge of matling an obscene publi-
cation, Not having had any prelim-
inary examination we do not know
with certainty who our acrukers are,
nor what thespecific offense charged
against us, 'Tho warrant stated that
we were charged with mailing a
copy of Luctvrr in July last, con.
taining “printed matter of an ob-
scene,Juwd and lascivious cliaracter,”
or words to that cffect. As we are
not conscious of having printed any
article or articles that cau justly Le
characterized as such we can only
guess at the oflending numberof the
paper and the ofleading article,
Judging, however, by the commotion
that was produced here in Valley
Falls by L}w publication ofa cortain
letter in our issue of Junc 18th of
last year, we presumo that thisis the
offending number and that the letter
of W, G, Markland in that issue is
tho gpeeific article complained of.
This letter coutaincd a strongly
worded protest—perhaps we might
say a highly indignant protest—
against the crime of legalized rupe,an
aggravated instance -of which had
come to Mr, M.’s knowledge.

So far ag we are able to judge, the
vecital of this cage was not designed
to produece nor liable to excito jewd
or lascivious thoughts and feolings
m the mind ot the reader, but rather
those of horror and indiguation,
So.‘far as we have any means of
knowing, this letter was written
not in the intervst of lewdness or
obscenity  but in the inteiost
of purity, virtne, hwmanity and of
justice; and we know that this latter
was the design and wish of tho edi-
tor and publisher who inserted it in
the paper.

Wo ave proscecuted, then, becanse
we have opposed and  denounced the
crime of legalized rape; the infers
enco is thereforp legitimato that our
prosecutors are tho apologlsts for, it
not the advecates of, the crimo of
rape. Tt istrue that, so far as we
know, statute faw does not recog-
nize tho possibility of such a orime
as rape when the husband iy tho of-
fender and the wifo the vietim, but
nutaral law does  recognize such
crime, and we maintain thas nature
punishes this crime by intlicting
numberless  woes  upon wankind
thrdugh the inexorable laws of pa-
renthood or heredity,

It will probably bo urged against
us that it was not so much the sub-
ject matter of tho letter in question
agit is tho mauner in which the au-
thor treated his subject, It yill
probably bo said that Mr, Markland
outraged tho canons of good tasto or
of polite society by the uro of a word
which these canons declare must
nover be used in  publications de-
signed for general reading, 1o this
we would reply that violations of
gootl trstoare not crimes, and that
somotimes it is neeessary to shock
people in order to -arouse them to a
senso of danger. We maintain that
the people aro usleep so far as any
just senso of the rights and wrongs
of woman in tho sex-rolation are con-
cerned, and that if they can be
aroused from this tovpor anly by
shocking their inherited projudices
against the use of certain ostracised
words and phrases, 1t is better so to
shock them,

Woeo stoutly maintain, moreover,
that the interdicted word isall right
when properly used, and we insist
that it was so used in this easc
On  general prinoiples  we prefer
plain speaking to labored and cva-
sivo circumlocutions,  Thoold prov.
crh s applicable heve, “REvil to him
who cvil thinks"

The obscenity,

the Iewdness or lasciviousness com-
plained of in this case, exists only in
the minds of the overnico censors
who have caused all this trouble by
complaining agaiust us to the public

servants at Washington.

What the result of this prosecu-
tion will be, is, of course, matter of
conjecture, ¥or ourselves we have
no apologies, no retraction to make,
We are guilty of no crime in word,
deed, or intention, Ouraim in pub-
lishing Luciren iz and has been to
rromoto tho hiappiness of mankind
Ly inculeating a higher and purer
morality, not—as charged by our en-
emics—to degrade the morals of
mankind, If counvieted and sen-
tenced to a term of imprisonment or
to the lossof ourlittlebuthard-caened
property, wo shall bear the intliction
as best we may, looking upon it as n
rart of-the necessary and inevitable
]oad that must Lo borne Dby some
one in the long and toilsome march
of lhumanity’s evolution from the
lower and more rudimentary stages
to tho higher, purer, and botter lev-
cls. Wo have not sought martyr.
dom, we arc not ambitious to gain
notoriety; we would much prefer to
purstio our own business in our own
quiet way, But if immunity from
Janger, loss and suffering can be
purchased only by a tame and cow-
ardly surrender of our birthright to
freedom of speech inregard to some
of the mostvital questions relating to
Linman nterests, then we accept the
loss and suffering rather than make
tho base surrender. I
