The word is not pars
ticularly suggestive of milleninl soenes,

Thero i o popular proverl that *“That
government is the Lost which govorns
lenst,” Thorcofore, adds Thoreau, that
would be supremely best which should
govern not at all, Admit the premisos
and it is diftieult to avoid tho couclusion.
Is tho promise true? Is “that govern.
ment best which goverus Jeast®l  “In
‘proportion,” says Wilbelm von 1lom-
boldt, “to tho developmont of his indi-
viduality, each person Decomes more
vuluable to lumself, and is, therefore,
capablo of boing moro vuluabla to othe
ors,” It is this principlo ulone whicli jus.
tiltes the demand for lilerty, The
dlieory that thoro is apy suchk nbsolute
rightia a figmeni of tho last centary.
T'reodom Mmakes & mab more individual;
individuality makes lLim more valuable;
thererelore hLe ought fo be free. But
what is freedom? 'The privilege of
choosing your own masters? You would
still e n slave.  Ilathier, tho privilego
of being your own mastor,—ot following
out yoar own volitions to the ntmost
limit consistent  with  the enjoy-
moent of the samo privilege by
yourneighbor, fa“that government best
which governs lenst?)’ Unless the
favorite politionl prineiplo of the ngo is
o dolusion; unless tho greatest possible
froedom  in thought nud action is
not condneive to the Lighost human de~
velopwnent,

The tyrieal American never tires of
nssorting that our governwment issupo-
rior to any of tho monarchics ot urope.
Why? Becsnso thore is moro Jiberty
since tlie majority rule, Is that o eulli-
ciont proof? Doos liberty wary ine
veracly with ibe  pumber of
rulere?  Was Athens {hiria times as froe
under the 'LChirty I'yranis as undor tho
vligareby of ten, and thirly times o8 freo
ng under Pisistratus? “Monnrchy,”
says I'roudhon, “js tho sovereignty of
one man; democracy tho sovereignty of
the national majority.”
