Medleal Monopoly,

There nro three schoola of medicino
recognized by our laws: the Allopathie,
the Eclectic pud the Hompatlic, Each
of there schicols haw a limited number ot
colleges in thie United States; most of
them arein large centers like New York
and Philadelphin, In this city there
are soven, and elsewhero in the Stnte
four moro, while the population of the
Stato is five ymllions!

The cellegos of all the States whore me
dical education can Lo obtained, may be
counted on.the fingers and toes, and the
population of the United States is aver
sisty millions! Now, the real object of
theso medical Jawe is to drive averybody
who yishes to practice medicine, into
these }ew colleges. And is it proposed
to extend thees educational fucilitiea?
By vo means, It is almost impossible
to obtain a churter for u medical college,
Tlo tnoment hn application is made, a
conspiracy arises among these colleges
to prevent the new aspirant from ob-
teining n charter! Ilow inconsistent

then to excuso theso proscriptive peoplo

tor forging despotio medical laws be-
causo they profess to be in favor of rais.
ing the medioal stnndard; Lecnuse they
believe in & better education in medis
cino, Huch talk makes one sick.

WHO FAVOR MIGHER EDUOCATION,

The opposers of these (medioal) bills
are in favor of the widest facilities for ob-
taining amedical ednention. They would
multiply our medical ocolleges, 'They
would have anatomy and physiology
taught withont emasculation in our
common schools throughont thecountry,
In briet, they believe in the most ex-
tended fncilities for obtaining medical
learning, and jointly with_this, they bee
lieve in the widest medical freedoun,
aud why? Himply becauee progress in
medicine nomes not from what are called
the *“liglts of the profeseion”~-comes
not from thuse who learn o fow estab.
lishod rules and who not only sbide Ly
theso rules but insist that everybody
elso sliall aleo Lis Lound Ly them. Most
of our valuable discoveries in surgery
and medicine como from those who nre
regarded aa irregular, Haolimemann
himsel?,the tirst homwopath,was o{)pused
by the same kind of people who are
working for these laws; #o was Lrosss
nitz the founder of bydropathy, 8o was
Hunter, who brought out tho first valua.
ble works on syphihis.  So was Sam
'l‘homrsou whose valuable remedies
enter largely into our plarmacopovia,
And yot Halimemann, Pressnitz, Huuter,
Thompson, and a host of others wo
wiglit uame, have brought rich tronsures
into the tield of medicins, Under the free.
dom which existed before proscriptive
laws woere injected into the codes of the
various States, medicine made such
rapid strides In this country that our
Aunterioan practice won regpect  und nd-
miration throughout the civilized world;
our dentistry the same. Itis useless
under the pretenso of here and there
suppressing & guack to mnake such
restrictions as will overywhere disconrs
age native gevius and mnke it a mis-
demeunor, punishable with a flne and
imprisonment, Lor como inventive mind
supported by a generous hoart and a
kindly hand, to givo relief to lLuman
suffering because he is vot a graduate
of rome one of our medionl colleges
All this talk howevoer, about supproess.
ini quackery, would bo taken for juat
what it is worth,it is utterly worthless—
if the sellish juterests whieh inspire the
ndvocntes of medical legislution could
ba generally understood.—~Footc's Icullh
Monthty.

Among the many methods by
which thie workers 1n_fhe human
liive are  robbed by the scheming
non-prodncers—the  droues— a
prominent place must be accorded
to the very comtaon, not Lo say
very fashionable and populur one
of bank-robbery.

‘Lho Habllities will
rench over $75,000, whilo the naseta nroonly
about £20,06, In the langunge of Jolm
Wilson, president of the Great Westarn man-
ufactaring company of thia city, who was
made temporary serignes, “It'a a compleio
wreek."”

‘The porties most  direetly impli-
cated in this robbery ave the presi-
dent and_enslier, R. P. Cleweut,
and a dirccter and stockholder
nitned Slosson,

. 1% Cloment, the president and cashier,
han nbsconded, leaving for Canada Sunday
night, and thoogh the offloials of the bank
knew that he had gone for geod and that the
furtitntion was a wroeck they continued to
roceive deposits nntil the closs of banking
[ioura yssterday nfternool. .

Thus 1t would seem  that i was
u regulaly organized conspiracy to
rob the dclpusxtors, ubout three Trun-
dred of whose numes are published,
nearly all of whom were poor work‘-'
ing people,  “Througheut the day,
suys the corcspondent of the Timcs,
“men, women, littlo hoys and girls
who had their Jittle mites in the
bank, attempted te gain entrance
but failed.”

Of Clenment the reportersavsi

The absaconding cfficer left n lotter, ad-
dresred to the directors.in which he stated
that when he cuine to Leavenworth he was
in delt about %16,000, having invested in
mining stocks and other entorprises, iu all
ol which he lost. "This he repaid oct of the
Lank's money. He bhad also used §22,000 in
a wheat denl and bad lost that sanm. Other
bad epeculations made a total indebtedness
to (he bank of %31,000. Ho stated farther
that he was n ruined man and coaldu’t face
thore whomhe bad ruined, .

Of Slosson the writer has this to
sny!

W, B, Slosson, » member of the state tem-~
{aemuce union, and A direotor and atock-
holder $n the bank, with a nomiual amount
appeosred to bathe hend nnd front of the in.
stitiilon, Howas instrurnental in drawing
in a nomber of now dirsctors and  roliciting
de]\qnns. . .

From the following  stutement it
would seem that Jeading merchants
nnd the press were in collusion with
tho olticers of the bunk to rob the
poor people whose small  deposits
often  represenfed their  entire
wealths

The savings bank had Leen Qoing a thrive
ing business rince {18 orgavization because of
the annonncement of tho directors which
contalns the naines of the best moerchants in
tho city, though the atnonnt of stock hold
anch di(\ not exceed 3300,

‘The loeal morning ‘\nper always spoke of
the bauk in the highest torms, urging the
poarer peoplo to depostt thelr earnings,

In treating of the moral aspects
of tman conduct it is plways le-
gitimte to inquire for the probable
ingentives or  impelling motives,
With depositors the motives were
doubtless,

f. The desive to have something
laid by in n secure place for times
of greater need,

2. Desire to make their past ne-
cumulntions eavn romething; that is,
tho desive_for “juterest”  on their
money, This bank offeved to pay 5
per eent interest m deposits,whure-
as tho Nutional Lank of Leaven-
worth wounld ofter bt 8 per cent.

Tho desive oud the effort te pro-
ville fur the morrow by waving the
surplns af to-day is eertainly  quite
right and comwendable, but, from
one standpoint, the desive nnd effort
to necumulnte wealth Ly meuns of
interest on money, is nejther right
nor commendable, £ tho depositor
can gel back his own, his principal,
with absolute certainty whenever
he may need it, without intercst—
this shonld be all he ought to ex~
pect. The desite to get something
without lnbor or eare, ns the ysarer
does, is not a good or commendable
desire.  1f then these depositors hind
been conteut with n merely nomin-
ol rate of inferest or no jnterest at
all, they would not now bs mourn-

ing the loss of their scanty earn-
ings.

And what of the absconding und
defaulting Clement? What were
his controlling motives?  From
Fredonin, N, Y., where lie formerly
lived, comes the word that he was
cashier of the Iredonia national
bank, while there, and “had the
highest reputution for integrity.
e was an activeelder in  the Pres-
byterian chiureh, was interested in
all chureh work, and when he went
it was felt that the whole commun-
ity had suffered a lToss. 1o was the
guardian of many trusts, and many
persons of moderate means in Fre-
donia put in his hands their small
savings and ave now left pennilers.”
In Leavenworth it is s'.-i(\ of him
that he *was a great Sunday School
mau, that he attended chureh regn-
larly ond was in the habit of mak-
in;f talks inclass-mecting.”

3y muny it will be said, now
since heis Fallen, that ho was al-
ways 2 acheming hypocerite nod that
he used the C‘llll'Cﬂl and  Sunday
School as nids in order the more
ea~ily to cheat hisfellowmen., This
explanation may be the correct one,
but a more probable theory is that
Clement was no worse than  the av-
ernge of men, perhaps not so gross-
ly selfish ag the average. MHe was
drawn to the charch aud Sunday
School from conscientious motives,
believing it to Le his doly to work
with and for them. But he also
loved  respectalnlity—popularity—
and he saw that to be respectable
ond popular it wasnece sary to have
money. e saw that to get money
he must get out of the herd of
wage-lnborers or of the toilers at
productive employment,  To get
money he must have other people to
work for him—that is, e mnst ben
capitalist, or e mst be a specu-
lator. To hecome either of these
he must bave the use of rame mou-
ey to beginwith. To starl a Sav-
ing’s Bank and thereby get the use
of other people’s monev, scemed
to him, no_doubt, the eaciest and
best way, Helmewalso that he could
bauk Inrgely upon the credulity of
men andespecially women and ¢hild-
ren. Hig observation and experience
inthe chiurel and SunduySchool had
shown Wim that the clergy depend
largely if not xolely upon the cred-
ulity of their hearers for snccessin
businezsjthen why should not he
make uso of the same clement or
principlein hnman nnture Lo secure
success in his business?

Quoting  ygain from the ZYmes
correspondence:

Sloswon, only lasl week, wrole a lotter
to the Hon, R, W, Parrott st Waco, Texas,
in which he stated that since the pro‘lﬂ-ilory
law wns enforced in Leavenworth the lrbor-

whether incest, or the sex-nsrociation
of persona within certnin  degrees of
ocousangninity, shonld be reckoned n
crime ar a vire. Boll erimes and vices
are acts which in thetr unature produce
nphappiness or premature death to the
victit or subject. ¥ an act produce an
injury tothe nctor's own eclf wo call it
a vico, inwhich cass the remedy is edu.
cation--moral gnasion,-- and not puu-
wshment by ihe organization callod so-
cioty or tho state. In prder to show
that a crime has heen committed
it is necessney to show that the vichim
of sn1d ipjury did not counsent to the
commigsion of the act, or that he or
she was not compstent to give consent,
“Volenti non est injuria”--{o the cons
senting no crime is done— js o legul

he was leaving oy other parvts,

maxim that meets with universal ac-
centance,

T'ake thentho case just quoted. Un-
less it can e shown that the daughter
did not give her covsent to such sex-
azsociation, or that her consent was ob-
tained by threats, by punishment or by
influence of some sort that amounted te
compalsion, then we think that the
charge ot crime cannot Le sastained.

What then? 'Themoral sense of cive
ilized mankind révolts agninst the idea
of sex-association between parentsaud
chifdren, Lrothers and sisters ete., and
why? Tho only causeorresson founded
in nature, so far us we knov, is that ob-
sorvation Lins elcwn that the offspring
of sox-unions between unear relatives is
apt to bo wouk or diseased in body,
mind, or both, But the same objection
is true ns wmgainst the umon of par-
ents possessing the sume or wnearly the
same “temperaments,” whether rclated by
consanguinity or not.

It theu, the state undertakes to pre-
vent the evils of intermarriage or sexe
nssociation between those who arenot
fit to boget healthy childron, shounld it
not nlso prohibit the sex-association
of all who are of the same or similar
bodily temperament? Auny physician or
physiologist will tell you that membors
of the same family, brothers and sisters,
fathersand daughters,mothers and sone,
nre oftenmore unlike temperamentally,
and therefore better qualified by nature
to beget Lenlthy offspring, than often
are wen and women that nre nowise re-
lated by ties of blood-kinship.

But besides the reasons founded in
natnre ngainst tho sex.nssociation of
those nonrly related DLy consanguinity
there ara thought to e certain
sopernatural or  theologic reasons.
It iz bolieved that God—whatever that
word may mean-—hnas forbiddeun such as-
sociation and will punish those who are
guilty thereol. But if we take the re-
cords that are usually relied on to show
what the mind ot  God is,in regard to
suchmatters, there is room for grave
doubt as to whether he always id and
always would condemn such association.
In tho first place be is suid to have cre-
atod tho hnman race under couditions
such as would compel thie comnnssion of
incest, Cainmust have committed in.
cest with his sister or his mother, else
Le must have sought n mate nmong the
bLrate beasts! So, in the cuse of Lotand
his daughters, God not only permitted
bLut seems to bave greatly blessed the act
whiolt we now punish under the name
of incest,

With sueh eminent exauples sot be-
tore them it should not be thought
strange, perbaps, that pious men are
sometimes known to be guilty of the
crimo (or vice) of incest, nsin the fol.
lowing care which wo quoto from the
Truth Secker of the 30th. nlt,

Tt is not sfated for what purpose Oake
loy earried bis Bibls into court, butit is
reasonuble to enppose tliat be intended,
it opportanity had beov offered him, to
show froin it thatincest is not necessarily
wrong, sinco (tod had given it such emi-
nent sanction, As corroborative of this
view we here quote (from momory) the
langungo of n prominent clergyman and
detender of “Christion  morality” as
ngainst “Infidel licentiousness.” At the
»CGhristinn  convention” held here at
Valloy Falls in the intorest of “National
reform,” Rev, ———- of Winchester,
Kan,, while iljustrating the propo-ition
that the commands of (iol are the true
aud only basie of worality, saids

“The tinte wos_when incest wes not a
crime beoance God had not yet for-
bidden it.”

As Seenlarists we, of course, must re-
pudinte and ignore all such motable and
nrhitrary standurds of morality, The
ouly stnudards for us are such as aro
fonnded in unture and reason, and these
tench us that all acts which produes nn.
happiness are jmmoral avd wrong, and
those which produce hevpiness are
woral and right.  Judged by these
standards wo concludy that sex.associas
tions between persons closely allied by
blood nra immoral and wrong for rea-
sons ulrendy given, andthat they should
Lo prevented oreured as other vices are,
by ttrictly oducational methiods and
the applieation of wmoral forces;
Lut {hat fucest of i{self {s not a
crime, apy more than the abuse of other

uppetites aro of themselves crimes. To

become o ¢rimue it must take the charac~
ter of rape, or of abuseol power by us-
ing the sexhood of one uot compotent
to give consent. .
