Henry Georgo in speaking o£ the 

recent ‘'labor convention” at Syra­
cuse, X. Y. is reported to have said,

I t  wns a rem arkable gathering iu  every 
respect. T here was no  wire-pulling in  i t  and  
everything w«» o rderly  and  respectable. 
The two old parties had as well g lia  up  and 
go ont o f business.

Such language as this coming 
from the most noted leader of tho 
labor party, shows, rve much fear, 
either the innocence of ignorance, 
or the boastful, make-believe confi­
dence of the demagogue. In this 
estimate of tho mm* rvo fiiay be mis­
taken. If it be true that there was 
no ‘‘wire-pulling’’ iu the Syracuse 
convention this fact is certainly 
phenomenal in tlie history of polit­
ical conventions.

If tho writer of this had not been 
an observer of the workin of political 
machines for more than thirty years- 
i£ lie hud not seen the rise and fullof 
now parties that seemed to promise 
quite as much for the masses, nr does 
the party of Henry Georgo and Dr. 
JfcGlymi, he would now look with 
a more hopeful eye upon the new 
movement, than is possible for 
him to do, And as to tho old par­
lies giving up and going out of 
business, the labor champion will 
find that the old war-horses—tlio 
lenders of the' well-disciplined Re­
publican and Democratic hosts, will 
not he so accomodating as to dis­
band their forces at the  ̂bidding of 
the labor orators. Next to the 
ties that bind tho religious devotee 
to his church the corus_ that hold 
the rank and file of political parties 
to their allegiance, art; the most 
powerful.

On being asked whether tho dif­
ference with tho Socialists did not 
have a ' ‘dampening effect upon the 
convention,’' Mr. George is reported 
to have replied:

N ot a t  ail. I t  was the  sober Judgm ent ot 
ail tho detonates tha t tlio united  labor party  
eoukl n o t afford to occupy thB stuno house 
with the Socialists.

AVhile giving tho latter credit for 
high motives and great earnestness 
in their work in behalf of the mas- 
os, it seems to have been tho delib­
erate opinion that tho “two elc- 
clomouts should work separately."

We shall watch with interest tho 
progress of the “United Labor Par­
ty,” not because wo have hope that 
much of good can come front par­
ties manipulated by leaders, but 
chielly because we think the gradual 
disintegration of the, old parties and 
their absorption by newer organiz­
ations will help to hasten the timo 
when men will lose' confidence in 
leaders, in rulers, in government of 
man by man. When that timo 
comes no parties will he needed ex­
cept, ns Col, liigcrsoll says, tv “party 
to agitato for the repeat of laws. 
Localized self-government, with no 
rulers at all, hut instead a few pub­
lic servants to help restrain evil-do­
ers, and a few hoards of arbitration, 
will ho tho only government needed.

Hut, as frequently staled before, 
wo hevo absolutely no hope that 
this glorious result will bo reached 
in this generation, or in the. next, 
and that, for tlio all-sulficiont reason 
that wo have mit the material out of 
which the temple of liberty must bo 
built, if ever built. We have nei­
ther the builders nor the stones—if 
wo bad tho builders we would have 
the material, for the builders and 
the material for liberty's temple 
must be one and 'the same. We 
speak of the “labor party" and the 
“united labor party,” meaning by 
tlioso terms a party organized to as­
sert and defend the rights and the 
interests of those who work at pro­
ductive labor—tho lmnd-workers. 
mainly; but there is a higher and 
nobler work even than this of pro­
ducing the necessities and conven­
iences of life, viz: the work, the la­
bor <f  fitting  one's self for the posi­
tion of a stone iu liberty’s grand 
and glorious temple. If this were 
done to-day , party organizations and 
heated political campaigns would 
he of no use—Henry George's and 
Dr. McGlynn’s occupation would bo 
gone.

tint that work is a growth—a de­
velopment rather than a construc­
tion, Aud here comes iu tho most, 
discouraging feature of the wholo 
matter. (Irowth requires time/ A 
true, whole and good man cannot be 
made, cannot be grown in a day, a 
year, or even in an ordinary life­
time.

to be growing that speculation in 
“provisions”—flour, pork, wheat, 
etc.—is wicked and criminal. If it 
he wrong to try to get rich by “cor­
nering” the food supply of the coun­
try, is it any less wrong to attempt 
to gain wealth by cornering tho sup­
ply of land from which all food 
supplies must come, and upon 
which all homes mustbemado? If 
he is the enemy of mankind who 
stands between producer and con­
sumer and demands a toll 
from both, -without giving an 
equivalent therefor, what must we 
say of the man who stands between 
the homeless family nntl their nat­
ural right to land enough on which 
to build a home?

These questions tiro suggested by 
seeing in our cotemporary, the Val­
ley Falls Ar™ E ra , the following 
advertisement:

“ G et n home! Lots am azingly cheap Jn 
VimM etcr’s addition . Wilt donble iu value 
Ixi six m ouths. This property will rem ain  at- 
Uibee figures a  short tim e only. I f  you w ant 
a  hom e, or w an t property  to  speculate on, 
now is your tim o. Valley K ails is oft a  tre ­
m endous boom , and prices m ust of necessi­
ty go up  w ith o rush ."

Advertisements similar to this ap­
pear in a very largo proportion of 
the daily and weekly papers lioiv 
published in Kansas, In some in­
stances, perhaps, these advertise­
ments are honest and truthful as to 
facts. Iu many Kansas towns there 
is n “tremendous boom”—that is, n 
feverish haste to get hold of eligible 
lots for homes, for business or for 
speculative purposes. Such a state 
of tilings is certuiuly much to be 
regretted,

First, because true homes cannot 
he built on one, two, or a half doz­
en town lots* of ordinary size. To 
make a home worthy of the name 
there must be a sufficient area to en­
able the owner or occupant to make 
an independent living by tilling the 
soil, when other means of subsist­
ence fail. [Iggce, wo would not 
“boom” a town if we cotild. We 
should always advise tho seeker for 
a “homo” to go where land is cheap 
enough to givo him room for gar­
dens, orchards, fields tttnl meadows.

Second. To buy and sell land on 
speculation is a demoralizing occu­
pation, if occupation it can be called. 
If carried on with one’s own money 
it is the worst kind of gambling, 
because its tendency is to run up the 
prico of one of the prime necessities 
of life—the soil, and thus put it out 
of the reach of tho laboring matt 
and woman. If borrowed capital is 
used by tlio speculator, as is often 
the case, it is even worse than gamb­
ling, unless, indeed, tho owner of 
the money consents to such use of 
it.

On the other hand however, 
many if not most of those real es­
tate advertisements, instead of tell­
ing what is true in regard to the 
situation, tell tin t which is abso­
lutely false, liy persistently blow­
ing nud boasting of his prospects the 
politician hopes to create a boom 
that will elect him; also the gamb­
ler iu real'estate, by tlio most un­
blushing falsehoods, persistently 
told, expects to create the boom 
that uill enable him to sell at a 
handsome profit. II.

This 
tim o it  is th e  nnnlvorsarj* of the  sue- 
cosful close of tho  labors of th e  Con­
vention th a t form ulated  tho C onsti­
tu tion  of the  U nited S tates.

C irculars ha\M been sen t ou t by "tho 
Com m ission” (w hatever th a f  word may 
menu,or from  wliatover source it m nyhnva 
obtnineil its  au th o rity  to  m ake the  onllj, 
con ta in ing  an  "address to the  people of 
tlio U nited  S ta tes."  Wo clip  from  a co> 
tem porary  th e  following parag raph  of 
th is  c ircu la r nddrees:

"Tlie labors of that ilay preserved for all 
lime the proclous IrultanC freedom aud self. 
trorornment, Untipioln origin; without a pro­
totype In design; ur enduring strcualh.audof 
phenomenal success, in the history of po* 

■Iltlcnl philosophy the Constitution , lauds 
stone. Tested by Caugsr aud aareutty , as

wetlas bypc-aco and prosperity, endeared to 
us by trHdttlon uml hallowed ty  experience. 
It lias become the object or our reverential 
and affectionate retrard. To It no American 
mind can be too attentive, and no American 
heart too devoted, and it is believed that the 
peoplo will gather, as they nevor vet nave 
gathered, to commemorate by appropriate 
exercises the great work which was accom­
plished In Philadelphia hy the atatesmen of 
tho Ilevolutlon, uod to return In a devout and 
heartfelt manner their thauks to divine provi­
dence for the blesBlnjrs which they ha te  en­
joyed during a century of federal constitu­
tional government."

Xf su ch  ex travagan t claim s fo r th e  
dooum ent culled the  C onstitu tion  of the  
U nited  S ta te s  were n o t so frequently  
m ade—if such w orship of the  opin ions 
of men wore n o t everyw here inculcated  
upon o ld  ns w ell as you n g —we m ight 
pass th is  effusion as the w ild rav ings of 
som e poor lunatic , o r a t  le a st a s  the 
id le  vaporings of some igno ram us who 
never re ad  u n d e r s ta n d in g  a chap ter in 
A m erican h istory . Take th e  first sen ­
tence of the above p a rag rap h : "T he
labors of th a t day  preserved fo r nil time 
the  precious fru its  of freedom  and self- 
governm ent.” T hen rend Section 3 of 
A rticlo IV . of tho  sam e constitu tion ;

"N o person held  to  service o r 
labo r in  oneotato  under tho  law s thereof, 
escaping  in to  Another, shall, in conse­
quence of any law  o r regu la tion  therein , 
ue d ischarged  from  such  service, 
or lab o r, b u t sh a ll bo delivered  u p  on 
claim  of the  p a rty  to  whom such  service 
o r labo r may be duo.”

T he  “precious fru its  of freedom  nud 
self-governm ent” ure the  rig h t to  govern 
one’s ow n person, th e  rig h t to enjoy uu- 
m olested , the  fru ita  of one*B ow n labor, 
and h e ro  th is  section o t th e  constitu ­
tion  o f th e  U nited  S ta tes enacts th e  
"fug itive  slavo law " w hereby th e  slave 
th a t escapes from  bondage is s en t back 
in chains to  h is  m aster. U nder the  fo s­
te rin g  care  of th is  revered docum ent— 
"th is  ob ject o t ou r reverentia l and  
affectionate regard"—tho slave power 
grew  to  Bnch enorm ous p ropo rtions  th a t 
n o th in g  b u t a m ost fearfu l civil war 
cou ld  u p ro o t tho  evil. I t  is b u t sober 
tru th  to  soy th a t  th e  four years* war, 
w ith  nit i ts  scgticfae or consequouces, in ­
clud ing  th e  slaveries connected w ith the 
bonded debt, was the  leg itim ate  ch ild  of 
the  C onstitu tion . W ith o u t 'th e  p ro tec­
tion  given to  chatte l slavery by  th e  mem- j 
bers of th e  convention whose “ la b o rs " ! 
a re  bore  so h igh ly  eulogized-, A frican 
slavery w ould  doub tless  have y ielded to 
the  fo rce  of onligbtenqd pub lic  opinion, 
ns it d id  iu  E n g lan d , w ithou t th e  neces> 
s ity  of re so rtiu g  to a  bloody arb itram en t.

T h e  constitu tion  whose cen tenn ial we 
are now  invited  and  u rged  to  .celebrate, 
gives to  "tho  C ongress” a m onopoly of 
th e  "pow er to lay  and collect du ties , 
im posts, etc.; to  borrow  m oney on th o  
c red it o f the  U n ited  S ta te s ; to  c o in , 
money,” and also gives th is  legis-i 
la tive  body th e  m onopoly of
about a dozen o th e r "pow ers” th a t 
a re  u su a lly  claim ed aud exercised  by 
sovereigns or m ounrehs. I t  is  leg itim ­
a te  to  ask , w here d id  these fram ers of 
tbo co n stitu tio n  ge t iho ir r ig h t to g ran t 
a  m onopoly  of these  pow ers to  a  c lass ' 
or body  of men to bo colled " tho  Con­
gress?" I f  i t  is  answered, "F rom  tbo  
peoplo,” wo again  usk, W bero do, o r 
w here d id , the people  ge t th is  righ t?  
T ake one  o r- any num ber of citizens, 
Sm ith, Jonep, Drown and R obinson, if 
you p lease, have they  the  n a tu ra l  r igh t 
to c laim  a m onopoly of th e  power to 
coin money, regu la te  commorce, or to 
sell m id givo aivny th e  pu b lic  lund? 
E v id en tly  they  have no su ch  n a tu ra l 
right, an d  if 0110 m an, a  dozen raen o r n 
thousand  men have no such  n a tu ra l 
rig h t th e n  no specified num ber of men, 
w hether m inority, o r m ajority , can 
ju s tly  claim  any such righ t.

Wo have said (in  a recen t issue 
of .Lu cifer) th a t th e  E ec la ra tio u  of Jn* 
dependence was a g rand  s tr ik e  in th e  
d irection of Ind iv idualism —ot A n arch ­
ism—b u t th a t nenrly all th a t  had  been 
gained wbilo fighting under th a t  banner 
wns lo s tin  th econstitu tionalconven tion . 
Tho 'D eclaration claim s and  assorts  in ­
d iv idual sovereignty fo r every c itizen; 
the co n stitu tio n  takes th e  sovereignty  
from  th e  citizen and vests i t  m  a  “gov­
ernment,*' consisting  ot ru le rs  called 
Congressm en, P res id en t and  Suprem e 
Court.

W e repeat, w ith  nil th e  em phasis  we 
can sum m on, th e  fram ers o t tho  consti­
tu tio n  wore tra ito rs  to the princip les for 
the  estab lishm ent of which tho  Revolu­
tion  h ad  been fought to a  successful 
issue. L e t nDy one rend th e  debates in 
th is  convention and  he w ill see th a^R ie  
m em bers w ere ranked  iu tw o d iv iaS ne , 
o r parties , m ore or less d is tinc tly  de­
fined—oue advocated n s tro n g  con­
tra! govornm ent w ith  sovereign pow­
ers vested  in the  hands of a  fow m iens, 
while th e  o ther party  advocated tho 
p rinc ip le  of localized self-goverum ont, 
in w hich  the  c itizen  should be sovereign 
of h is  ow n acts, so long  os he d id  not 
mvado th e  oqiial rig h ts  of h is  neighbor, 
and th a t  instead  of a cen tra lized  gov­
ernm ent thore  should  bo only an  agency

and a  few pub lic  servan ts  whoso du ty  
shou ld  be oonfinod to  re s tra in ing  and 
pun ish in g  evil doers. U nder th is  la tte r 
p lan  th e  du ties  of tho pu b lic  servan ts  
would be  few in  num ber and  easily  u n ­
ders tood . T here  w ould  be no  artificial 
o r Jaw-am de crim es as now, such  as 
“sm uggling ,”  coun terfe iting , "moon- 
Bbiuing,” “obscenity,*’ "b lasphem y," per­
ju ry , etc., sim ply because no mnu has by 
n a tu re  any rig h t to  p reven t h is  neighbor 
from  trad in g , o r buy ing  goods w here i t  
m ay p lease  him ; no rig h t to  com pel h is  
ne ighbor to te ll tbo tru th  nor to  use only 
such  language  ur ho h im self m ay deem 
p u re  nud cbnsto to tho  ears of m a n o r  
p ious nud respec tfu l to th e  ears of 
deity .

A fter m any long stru g g les  an d  heated 
debates in  convention tbo  advoentes of 
A rcblsm —rulerehip—trium phed ; tho A n­
a rch ists—the In d iv id u a lis ts—were com­
pelled to  yield. A  com prom ise was 
agreed upon, w hich was a t le a st tbreo- 
fo u rth s  despo tism , or negation  of hum an 
righ ts, and only one-fourth  freedom , or 
affirm ation of hum an  righ ts. T h e  A narch­
is ts  in  th a t  convention deserve much 
p ra is e fo r  tho  g a llan t fight they  m ad e ,b u t 
if  they could haveforeBoen bow disastrous 
th is  com prom ise would prove, ns the  
years shou ld  ro ll o n —if they could  have 
know n how  very 6oon th is  w ritten  con­
s titu tio n  would becom e the  tom b of 
L ib erty  in s tead  of its  bu lw ark , they 
su re ly  n ever could have been iuduced 
to  sigu the ir nam es to th a t instrum ent. 
I f  they could  have foreseen th a t iu  less 
th a n  oue century , under th e  operation  
of th is  constitu tion , the  pub lic  dom ain, 
tho  peoples* b ir th rig h t, would be  given 
away o r a lienated  in to  th e  hands  of 
specu la to rs , na tive  and  foreign , to the  
ex ten t of m ore th a n  200,000,000 acres; 
if  they could have know n th a t  th e  ex­
clusive pow er to coin money and issue 
lega l ten d er currency^ g rou ted  to  Con­
gress by th e  constitu tion , w ould bo used 
to  rob tho  p roducing  classes to tho  tnuo 
of b illio n s  of do lla rs; if  they cou ld  have 
rnieed th e  cu rta in  of fu tu r ity  and  have 
seen tho U nited  S ta tes rap id ly  becom ing 
n nation  of m illionaires nud b illionaires 
on tho one hand, and  starving, desperate 
paupers and  hopeless trum ps on 
tho  o th e r—could they  have seen 
nil th is  ns we see i t  to-day, as the  le ­
g itim ate  ou tgrow th , the  logical re su lt 
of the  w orkings of th is constitu tiona l 
com prom ise, doos any sauo m an or 
woman believe th a t th e  ind iv idualists, 
tho  Jeffersonians oE th a t convention 
would ever have given to th a t  com prom ­
ise  tho ^auction of their namesV

A lexander H am ilton  was tho  evil geu- 
Jus of th a t  convention . One of h is  ad­
m irers has said  of him , "N ever was there  
a  m an m ore adro it in  dealing  w ith  m an­
k ind  and  begu iling  them  to h is views.” 
A las, yes; b egu iling  doub tless  is the 
p roper w ordl I t  rem inds n s  forcib ly  of 
tho  serp en t that, in tlio fable, is sa id  to 
have “ beguiled” o ld  m o the r Evol U n­
fo rtu n a te ly , Thom as Jefferson, th e  mo6t 
far-seeing  of the  In d iv id u alis ts  of th a t 
ago and  tim e, was absen t in Franco. 
O n h is re tu rn  he and  h is  fr ien d s  suc­
ceeded in ge tting  some A m endm ents in ­
serted  in  tho  constitu tion ; am endm ents 
Hint he and  they  supposed would, to a 
good degree a t loast, neulrn lizo  its  des­
potic fea tu res  and, perhaps, in  tim e, lead 
to the ir abo lition  o r repeal. P ro m in en t 
Among those am endm ents a re  A iticlcs 
I, and  IV . T h e  form er of these  was in­
tended  to  secure freedom  of speech, 
froodom of th e  press and tho rig h t of 
peaceable assem bly; and the  aim  of the 
la tte r  was to  prevent “unreasonable 
searches and seizures.” llo w  much 
these  guaran tees are regnrdod to-day, 
le t tho h isto ry  of the  so-called A narchist 
tria ls  in  Chicago, answ er; also, the 
p rosecutions again st tho freedom  of tho 
press under tho Comstock postal laws; 
nlso th e  search , seizuro nud d estru c ­
tio n  of books, pictures, etc., by  th is  man 
Com stock and o thers in th e  east, and 
tho  search  nnd seizure of p riva te  aud 
personal p ro p erty  tinder tbo s ta te  laws 
in K ansas and elsewhere.

In  view of these  and  o ther like  facts . 
“kDOwn and read  of all m en,” have wo 
rea lly  any  good reason to assem ble ut 
P h ilad e lp h ia  o r elsewhere, and  "re tu rn  
th an k s  to  divine providence fo r the 
b lessings enjoyed d u rin g  a cen tu ry  of 
co nstitu tiona l governm ent?" 11,

M any of tho S tates 
nud citios give large sum s o t money nnd 
trac ts  of laud to various denom inations 
to r educational nnd clinritnblo purposes; 
these nre d irec t subsidies. Chaplains 
are employed in legislative bodies and 
pub lic  in s titu tions; these  C haplains nre 
nil C hristian  m inisters, aud hence C hrist­
ianity is directly  tau g h t as tho S ta te  re ­
ligion by the  use of S ta te  funds. By 
the  appoin tm ent of days of fasting, 
p ru je r  aud praise  tho p resident nnd tho 
governors recoguizo C hristian Thoistu as 
tho S ta te  religion. By the uso of the 
Bible, tbo singing of hym ns nnd tho ut- 
teruuce of prayers in  tho common 
schools, the  S ta te  again  d irectly  teaches 
Theism  and  C hristian ity  a t pub lic  ex­
pense, All laws com pelling tho nsoof 
ttio o a tb , and  all laws against “blas­
phem y” aro d irec t recognitions of the 
dom inant theology as the S ta te  religion. 
T he enactm ent of S unday lnws consti­
tu te  n fu r th e r recognition of tbo popu­
la r creod, and d irectly  teach  a m odern 
church dogm a a t the  expense o t the  non- 
S abbatarian  citizen nud to  th e  destruc­
tion of equal civic rights. S tatu tes 
which p revent tho adm ission ot th e  testi­
m ony of A theists, o r which as6nmo that 
th e  belief of a  witness, when nu A theist, 
may affect tho credibility  of his te sti­
mony, and which therefore  perm it the 
ju ry  to  take h is  belief in to  considera­
tion, and  all s ta tu tes  w hich m ake it pos­
sible to  exclude from  pub lic  positions 
men who do not accept Theism ond 
C hristian ity , nre operative as penalties 
against 60-caI(od uubelfef and, as a m at­
te r  cf course, indicate th a t C hurch nnd 
S ta te  a re  p ractically  aue.

Besides these ligatu res binding  to ­

ge th e r th e  ecclesiastical aud th e  civic, 
we find th a t  the  In d ian  tribes havo boon 
parcelled o u t to the  chief denom ina­
tions fo r selijnoua and secular train ing; 
th a t  we havo a vast andrap id lyen larg iug  
body of leg islation  on “moral” and re ­
la ted  questions w hich is in the  in terest 
of th e  ch u rch  directly  o r is being skill- 
fu lly  used  b> it ae n moans to accom­
plish  o th e r  andreprohensib le  ends; that 
p rayers  nnd o ther religious exercises 
have cocao to  be nseom ingly indisponsi- 
bio p a r t  of political conventions, temper* 
nncu m eetings, sessions of benevolent 
societies, lab o r organizntious, e ta ,  etc. 
Wo no te  also th a t tho pntriotio senti­
m ent is m ade subordinate to tho re­
lig io n s  feeling ami th e  30th of May and 
4th  of J u ly  nro no t observed when they 
full on Sunday, bu t Saturday o r Monday 
is su b stitu ted  therofor. After th is what 
sensible m an  o r woman who knows these 
fncts can trn th fn lly eay  th a t Church and 
S ta te  nro separa te  iu th is  country?

His faithful fob 
lower is also preaching something that tho 
multitude may • see but not perceive, hear 
but not understand,”  He calls it “sanctifi­
cation,”  n mysterious, incomprehensible, 
condition, reached only by divers other mys­
terious, and vaguo conditions or exporionces, 
of which conversion is but ouo. IVf in  th is  
in d efin ite  th in s  licit the o n ly  chance o f  sa te*  
cition f o r a  s in fu l u'ortd.

When Jesus was addro«od a9 "good mas­
te r,”  Lo said, "Why cn’.est thou me good? 
Thero is none good bn', one, that is God.” 
Yet Him mim proudly boasts of bis purity, 
swoelnoss, goodness and perfection. With 
Haul ho says, " I  know nothing against my­

self,’’(Revised version, to fit thecaso,) Only 
those possessing this knowledge will ever 
reach Heaven. As there are many Rible 
passages opposing this "sanctified holy” 
idea.”  I  am forced to conclude that these 
Methodists are "perverting the Scriptures 
and picking out only such parts as suit 
them.”  As tills man fills up his tim e mostly 
with his own praises, condemnation of near­
ly every one else, pious ejaculations, ond 
funny stories, (somo of which border closely 
on tho broad or vulgar) we are led to ask, 
What is  his power or the power which pros­
trates hundreds a t his feet, sots them to 
groaning and weoping in agony, then shoot­
ing and singiug for joy, and somotimes 
changes the courso of their whole future 
lives?

The same that in all religions and all nges 
baa caused peoplo to do all m anner of 
things,—give t p  their beat and highest 
hopes and pleasures; ioflict tho most horri­
ble torture ou themselves and each other; 
sacrifice their own and the lives of those 
nearest nnd dearest to them. I t  was through 
religious zeal and devotion that Hindoo 
mothers threw their babies into the sacred 
river, widows willingly burned themselves 
alive with thejr dend husbands, and men nnd 
women threw themselves under the wheels of 
juggernaut. Whatever tho difference in 
kind and degreo, the aim aud ultim ate ob­
ject Is the same, viz: tho final salvation and 
happiness o f tho soul,

O, but they are iguorant heatheus! God 
don’t f.sk tm to do such droad Cut things 
True, but they nro just ns firm in the belief 
that God asks them  to do those things as yon 
are that he commands you to bo baptized 
and compel your children to be; boaides oth­
er forms that are considered sacred by the 
orthodox churches. lie  asks you to make 
every seventh day a dreary, joyless ono for 
every child ot Nature who has a spark of 
natural gaiety and vivacity, with healthy de­
sires for active exercieo and recreation. He 
asks you to devote this day ns well as a por­
tion of every other to praising and thanking 
him for--what? creatiug vast numbers of 
people "all to glorify him,”  and a red-hot 
place in which lo burn them forever and ov­
er if they don’t happen to experience this 
metamorphosis that is going to save your lit­
tle soul, l ie  a*ks you to believe nnd accept as 
a guidon book full of lies, contradictions and 
▼agarics; a book in no precept or example 
equal to onrpresentgonorally accepted idea 
of morality and right. He asks you to submit 
your will In all things to him (or the preach­
er,) stiflo your reason, doubts and questions. 
Don’t think, read, talk or investigate. Only 
beliovo nnd continue to unceasingly thank 
tiod for whatever comes. Pray  for what 
you want, but he knows best and should he 
send sickness, poverty, misery or death, 
don’t  complain, for "he doeth all things 
well.”

And after all, what is the reward? John 
describes the heavonly place as a great cube, 
mentioning, among other things, some very 
disagreeable beasts. Our wise preacher said 
"the hosannas of the saints would be liko 
many Niagaras.”  I t  would be too noisy to 
enjoy tho singing even if it was harmonious, 
winch I  doubt, ns i t  takes a sight of practice 
to perfect one voice.

When my orthodox friends * ascribe to ig­
norant^, superstition, or the devil all thonb- 
surd coremonies and atrocities of other peo­
ple, they should investigate this significant 
fact, that, as we progress in civilization and 
enlightenment, tho demands of the Gods 
grow leas sol fish aud exaoting; they ask few­
er sacrifices, forms and observances. We 
nro slowly learning that tho way to serve 
God is to deal justly with our followmen. 
Does It not all clearly indicalo that the time 
will come when m an’s Highest duties will bo 
to secure to ovory human boing perfect 
justice, froedom and happiness?

When "No pout-op theory  contracts our 
powers,

Tho boundless universe is ours.”
If  tiiis belief consigns mu to holl I am 

ready to go there. Wo wilt hnvo good com­
pany, ns all the greatest philosophers, schol­
ars nnd scientists have been sent there. 
They will no doubt invent som ew ay lo put 
out tho fires, nnd inako it habitable. Perhaps 
they hnvo alroady done it. For how dim 
has grown the reflection from the Haines of 
hell that has always formed tho background 
of overy Christian pnlpitnnd sermon!
