Every  ouo 
of tho  D em ands of L iberalism  is a de­
m and for th a  resto ra tion  of C onstitu­
tional governm ent! departed  from  a t the 
so lic itation  of som a begging religious 
sect. Heculnr corporations, too, sransh 
tho  C onstitu tion  in to  verbal sp linters, 
and  tho  courts help  thorn to loarned de- 
cisip|ia of grout leng th  and iugennity, 
U  ouo of ttio fram ers o! the  C onstitu­
tion  could re tu rn  to th e  U nited States 
to*dny, tho  first rjuoslion ha would ask 
in, “ W hen was tho  C onstitu tion  thrown 
overboard?” UluGphcmy prosecutions 
occurring  under n charte r guaran teeing  
free speech; heretics deprived  of civil 
righ ts  in a land where a ll men aro said 
to bo equal; tbo s fa to tro a su ry  robbed in j 
the  nemo of religion, though  Iho C onsti­
tu tion  forb ids tlio estab lishm ent of 
religion; churches control its  politics, 
though  'ch u rch n n d  s ta le  nro supposed 
to lie separnto in s titu tions—all these 
would surp rise  tho  roourreoted fram er 
of a C onstitu tion  which forb ids them , 
and judicato th a t tbo docum ent which 
ho considered im pregnable lmd gone to 
ru in  nnd decay. I t certain ly  onnuot bo 
said to  borovoienced w ith n vcrynfi’oo- 
tionnte regard , though  i t  has been nnd 
io unduuhtodly  “ tested by danger ami 
adversity,”

W hen tbo cohorts and th e  hostn mcol 
in H iilm lolphia next inonth, limy will 
probably  carry  o u t tbo program m e of 
tu rn ing  their o ies to tbo  sk im  and say­
ing  to  tho  a ir .that they are than k fu l for 
tho blftfifiings which his “Divlno Frovi» 
i1onc£* b a sed  kindly Vouchsafed..

aro well begun. Jfonrtlessoppression is 
slowly m urdering thousands of laborers 
In m ines nnd factories, and “society” 
is afra id  of n F ren c h  Kovolution on 
American soil, in ju s tic e  is about as 
common ns justice, and a m an who lives 
honestly, deale righteously , and helps 
h is follow?, is  poin ted  o u t ns a  phenome­
non. T his does not look as though 
"Divine Providence” iu d is tribu ting  
blessings w ith any too lavish hand.

T hoC onatitutinnnl Centennial commis­
sion would do  inllnitely  moro good if it 
should address lUolf to tho revival of a 
regard for tho sp irit and le tte r of our 
g rea t charter inetond of conducting 
nn extravagant pagean t in which tho 
o ra to rs  will bo robed and ermined 
hypocrites,nnd the  nndlenco self-satis­
fied pa trio ts  tick led  to bo to ld  how 
great they have become.

When a man d ies lus wife is callod 
by the  language of the  law, and by nil 
who Imvo no t positive objections to the 
expression, “his widow.” On tho other 
baud, when a woman dies no ouo over 
hears of her widower. Thero is no good 
reason why Iho te rm  should bo used in 
ono tinpn ra th e r than  in the other. I t  hut 
serves ns a rem inder o f  tho day* when a 
innii held abso lu te  ru le over bis wife; 
of tho tim e when alio was v irtually  h is 
while they bo th  lived, and after bo 
passed into tho realm  of shadows h o still 
douched  his ghostly  Angers i u - a  thru

grip of ow nership, which is only re lin ­
quished in case a tran sfe r is m ade by a 
m nloiel'ativeof th e  woman t o n  mure 
substan tia l ind iv idual who is yot in the 
flesh; given away, as tlm churcU ’puta it; 
fo r according to  thq  m arriage ser­
vice of th is  in s titu tio n  a  woman 
m ust cxolumgo hands iu form  of gift 
from ©no m an to another, l u  early  
times i t  was n o t nlw qysu gift, b u t a  price 
was required  by  tho  legal owuer as in 
oxchaugo oC p roperty  o t any o ther kind,

I  know clergym en oven in  th is  day of 
en lightenm ent who doclmo to per­
form  th e  E p iscopal m arringo service 
when requested to om it th a t portion 
of it, or those o th e r objectionnblo words 
which require n woiunti to servo aud 
obey. To love and  honor is  all a  woman 
oau promiflo und re ta in  her d ign ity  nnd 
independence, and sho certa in ly  owes no 
thatika to  a  church  which holds to * 
sorvico which degrades her to a  position 
of servitude. Tho m oral intiuenco of 
such a rervico if» unqualifiedly bud, and 
when Iho E piscopal church  s ta r ts  out 
to revise its  prayer-book, th e  .m arriage 
aorvico shou ld  be s trip p ed  o t its  b a rb a r­
isms as unw orthy  of tlio day  nnd genera­
tion,

Abovo was Iloaven 
where God ru led  suprem e over all 
potentates and  pow ers; on earth  ruled 
11)0 I ’opo nutho vicegerent of G odjbolow  
was tho kingdom  of tlio Dovil, H ell. So 
ta u g h t tho Hiblo. Then cam© the New 
Astronom y,tho astronom y of Copernicus, 
Galileo and B ruuo. I t  dem onstrated 
th u t tho earth  is a  glob© rovolving about 
th e  sun ; th a t th e  s tars  uro woilds and 
su n s; th a t therein  no “up” and “down” in 
space. V anished thooh l heaven, vanished 
tho  o ld h o ll; tho earth  became tho  home 
of m an. B runo  sealed his devotion to 
tho new tru th  y ith  Ins life on tho 17th 
ilny of February , 1(501). Jh iriu g  th e  17th 
century  G rotius w rote tlio first work 
upon in ternational law. T his was the 
hornld o t tho A rbitration  which is to 
supp lan t war in  tho settlem ent of n a ­
tional differences.

Carlyle Rays: “Tell in© w hat a  man 
th inks of tins universe, and I  will tell 
you w hat liiB religiou is.” W hen the  
inodorn Cosmogony came, tho Biblo aud 
tlio C hurch, ns In fallib le  Oracles, had  to 
po, fo r they had  taugh t th a t regarding 
the universe which was now shown to ho 
u n tru e  in a lm ost ovory particu lar. Ho 
wo take  tho beginning  of tho  17tU cen­
tu ry  as an  appropria te  aud a convenient 
s ta r tin g  poin t from  which to  dale  the 
E ia  of Man.

Inasm uch  as it 
seems qu lto  im possib le  for us to m ake 
ou r B oston contem porary  seo the  m at­
te r in  controversy  as wo see  it, th is 
de te rm ina tion  or decision of tho 
J u n io r  is doub tless  tho  p roper ono 
to m ake. A ud w hile acquiescing In this 
decision I  ask tho  forbearnuco of our 
readers w hile I  inako n sh o rt statem ent 
in reply to  som e of tho  la te r shots from  
Liberty*** batte ries. This I  do m ainly 
because I  feel su re  th a t w y continued 
silence would bo m isunderstood and 
m isconstrued.

F irst, then , I  wish to  say, in a general 
way, th a t w hile th is  controversy bus at 
tim es assum ed tho appearance of a per­
sonal rencontre, it has never been such 
by my choosing, I  have always regard ­
ed lb  K. T ucker, amt s till regard  him, as 
u very ab lo  aud very conscientious advo­
cate  and defender of tru th  us he sees 
it. Of all tho re fo rm  w riters of tho 
p resen t day  th e re  a re  uoiio who, hi our 
opinion, excel h im m  clearness and  vigor 
of th o u g h t no r m  tho  accuracy nud force 
w ith w hich ho presen ts  th a t thought. 
L e t his prem ises ho once conceded aud 
th e re  is b u t little  chance to evudo o r re- 
fu to  h is  conclusions. Aud ju s t  h e re ,1 
ir wo m ay bo allowed to express au 
opinion, is where tho  argum ents of Mr, 
T ucker a re  som etim es defective—de­
plorably, fa ta lly  defective, viz: h is p re ­
mises. H o perceives some ot th e  basic 
tru th s  p erta in ing  to  discussions, with 
excooding clearness, then  he becom es so 
com pletely absorbed iu tb o ir  contem pla­
tion  th a t ho neglects and even refuses 
to exam ine o thers  equally  im portant. 
L ike  tho b liu d  mau th a t “ w ou tou t to 
seo (?) tho  e lephan t” he catches hold 
of the  noim id's ivory  tu sk —he grasps 
it w ith  all h ts  m uscular force, ho finds i t  
hard  aud poiu ted ,’ aud thoncoforth he  is 
prepared to  dem onstrate, m  th e  m ost 
logical rnauuer, to nil com ers th a t  tho 
elephaut is  "very like a spen t 1” To 
change tho  m etaphor, M r. T ucker seems 
often to forget th a t tru th  is j>ri«m a/ic 
—th a t it is  m ore than  peutngoual o r hex ­
agonal in  form . B efore .speaking  dog­
m atically  as  to “what is tru th ,” w eought

to  bo very  su re  th a t we have looked at 
, th e  m a tte r iu  question  from  ©very pos­
s ib le  s tan d p o in t, and  even then  i t  would 
bo well to  m ake som e allow ances fo r 
possib le  defects In o u r o rgans of percep­
tion , or fo r  possib le  defects in  the  m edia 
th a t  connect those orguns w ith  tho 
th ings  perceived.

I t  is  th is  neglect to  view anil care­
fu lly  consider tho m u ltitud inous fncetB, 
p hases o r aspec ts  of tru th  th a t causes 
m any tru e  and  good men to  bo in su f­
fe rab le  egotists. M ost if not a ll y o u n u  
ph ilo sophers and hum an ita rians  a re  o r 
haTo been th u s  addicted  and afflicted. In  
h is  y o u th  B enjam in  F rank lin , as he him ­
self acknow ledged, was m uch addicted  to 
th is  in te llec tu a l vice; in h is  in a tu re r 
aud  wiser years, us he  te lls us, in s te ad  
of dem olish ing  b is  opponent w ith  the 
favo rite  w eapon o t h is  younger days, 
tho  sy llogism , he was accustom ed to 
cou teu t lum self w ith saying, “ Such and 
such  seem s to  be the  tru th  of th e  m atter, 
so fa r  ns 1 can  uow seo tlio facts  and  tho  
a rg u m en ts  ”

T h a t (m o th er  young  B enjam in (also 
of B oston) is now ailhcted m uch in  th e  
sumo way as was A m erica’s m ost die- 
d is tin g u ish ed  philosopher we have had  
ab u n d an t evidence in  tlio pages of 
L ib erty , w ith in  the past twelve m ouths. 
Ius>Uuce,when critic is ing  an artic le  from  
tho pen ot “C ornelius” ho says in L ib ­
erty  of A pril 2:1, ’87:

Tht* U s  specimen nr the rot with which
Lucifer’* ’ columns Ituvo been packed ever elnoo 1 riddled tho hIhmutI position o t  13. l \  

Walker and his wll'o with nraumentH that 
liavo received the approval of nearly every 
piomlueut Anarchist.

Iu  th e  sumo he says th a t fo r “pu re  
idiocy” tho  parag rap h  quoted from  
“C ornelius,” “d istances a ll com petitors.!’

Now i t  so hnppous th a t a good m any 
readers and  th in k e rs  who have read  the  
articles, p ro  and  con, on  th is  autonom - 
istio  m arriag e  question, do no t th in k  
th a t B. lb  T ucker “rid d led ” “ the posi­
tion  of E . O. W alker” aud L illian  H a r­
m an ; and  th© num ber o t “ prom inent 
A narch ists” wlio unreserved ly  indo rsed  
B eujam iu 's “a rg u m en ts” can probab ly  
be coun ted  ou  his fingers. I t  so  h ap ­
pens also th a t  C ornelius, whose p roduc­
tion is ranked  ns p u re  id iocy, is a w rite r 
nud pub lisher wlio.hns gained n celebrity  
second to b u t few  fo r tho  ability  n u d b erc - 
ism  w ith  w hichjie has fough t tho  popular 
despotism s of th e  day.

M any s im ila r quo ta tions, d id  space 
allow , could be  given to show th a t ou r 
m odern B enjam in has no t yet passed  
th a t c ritica l period  in life  th a t div ides 
th e  dogm atic egotism  of you th  from  tho  
m odest wisdom of m n tu rer years.

A ud uow a  few w ords iu reg a rd  to 
m a tte rs  m ore personal to m yself:

1st. Ab is  w ell know n to  our readers, 
L voifeu  has a  very  “free  p la tfo rm ,” 
from  or upon w hich ou r correspondents 
a re  allowed to  have the ir say iu th e ir  
own way; provided, always, th a t th e  
conducto rs  of th a t p la tfo rm  are satisfied 
th a t  tho speaker has som ething to sny 
thu t ie w orth tho  lab o r and  the  expense  
th a t, to  give such  opp o rtu n ity  of u tte r ­
ance, m ust bo borne  by tbo said c onduct­
ors; and  p rovided, a lso , th a t  tho speaker 
does no t invade in d iv id u a l r ig h ts  by 
u tte rances th a t  would unnecessarily  u n ­
cover o r reveal p riv a te  and personal af- 
fa irs . Homo m on ths ago, in ordor to 
give p o in t and illu s tra tio n  to her a rg u ­
m ent, ono of o u r corresponden ts stated , 
iu  substnuce, th a t  M r, T ucker p racticed  
as ho preached iu  regard  to w liat is 
r ig h t and  p io p er iu  tho  sex-relaticms of 
m en and  women. On reading  tho m anu­
sc rip t copy wo saw n o th in g  objectiona­
ble thore iu ; and  in pub lish ing  tlio le tte r 
of M rs. H ursen  wo trea ted  Mr. T ucker 
precisely us wo shou ld  oxpoct to bo 
tre a ted  in tu rn . No particu lars  w ere 
given aud  no nam es m entioned except 
h is  own. M r. T ucker has more thau  
once re ferred  to  tho  publication ot th is  
le tte r  as “m eddlesom e gossip about my 
jb is | p riva te  affairs.” Iu  Liberty  of 
J u n e  IS, ho says-.

Jlut the aonloi editor, Mr llunmtn, nfrpru* 
votes the otlVnau l»v dvfondlnjr It, Atuleven 
tho Jihilor vltlor pleads Impulse ami feeling 
in liehair of the writer. TUI* Is u foreign eon- 
slricrniloit, ’1 he* article In question proved 
tlm w rlterto bo a person much tooiomemnt- 
ltd© lor notice, My grlevuneo us nguliist the 
editor, whom 1 onoo thought of ns a in tin who 
would not allow hi* lmpul>e Id betray him 
into indoeeney, Whatever ho may do here- 
alter, l should bo foolish to complain, lo r 1 
know now wluit to expect.

H ero  I  am accused of “indecency” b e ­
cause t  pub lished  o te tte r s la ting  th a t
B. K, T ucker is n consisten t A narchist, 
from  h is  s tandpo in t. If there  be in d e ­
cency iu  th is  i t  m ust bo because to ac­
cuse n m au of p rac tical A narchism  is  in ­
decency, fo r th e re  was absolutely no th ­
ing  in  tho w o n tin g  of th a t le tte r to  
w hich th e  m ost p ru d ish  could object. 
I t  would now* seem  th a t the E nglish  
vocabulary  m ust bo reco n stru c ted  nud 
u uow definition giveu to tho word ‘Me* 
coucy!”

In  a ll seriousness, however, we will 
udd  Just th is :  I f  M r. T u ck e r 's  A narch­
ism  is such  a tender exotic th a t  i t  canno t 
bear th e  sun  odJ  w ind of open-air d is­
cussion—if th e  a rg u m en tu m  a d  hom L  
nem  (argum ent to th e  m an) m u s t be 
ru led  o u t fo r fear som ebody 's toes will 
bo tram pled  upon, then  we w ant no such  
type  o t A narchism  iu  o u r w ork. I t  is  
too Bickly a  p lau t to  flourish  in  A m eri­
can soil.

B efo re  in troducing  ano ther q u o ta tio n  
from  L ib e r ty  I  wish to  soy th a t  w hile 
a ttem p tin g  to  show i he erro rs  in to  w hich 
o u r contem porary  has fa llen  we b y  no 
m eans claim  perfection  for ourselves. 
In  one in stance , n t least, wo can now 
see th a t  exact ju stice  was n o t done by 
u s tow ards M r. Tucker, and i t  is  b u t 
due to  him  to  say  th a t the  explanation  
shou ld  have been m ade pu b lic  a t au 
earlie r date . B riefly s ta ted  i t  is  th is:

L a s t fa ll, a fte r th e  Jefferson  C ounty 
In q u is itio n  had  p u t its  gag  law  in  force, 
denying  th e  prisoners tho  priv ilege of 
w riting  to  L ucifeu  o r any o th e r paper, 
Rome criticism s from  E dw in’s pen occa­
s ionally  run th e  blockade an d  w ere 
p rin ted  as ed ito ria l in L u cifeu ’s co l­
um ns. A m ong these c ritic ism s w as oue 
ch arg in g  M r. T ucker w ith  supp ress ing  
im portan t fac ts  com m unicated to him  
by L illian . A n exp lanation  h a d  been 
sen t to mo by Mr. Tucker, and  th is  
know ledge should have p reven ted  th e  
appearance of E dw in’s criticism s. 

B u t tlio m isch ief was done aud  tho ex­
p lana tion  could  not be mnde, except 
p rivate ly , u n til  a fte r tho  re lease  of the  
p risoners , T h a i th e  e rro r  was n o t p u b ­
lic ly  corrected  before th is  la te  d a te  is 
to  b© regretted , and  I  hereby  tak e  tho  
b lam e of the  neg lect to  m yself.

H av ing  m ade th is  ju s t, th o u g h  la te , 
am end, wo p ropose  briefly to notice tho  
charges  of “unfairness” m ade in L ib er ty  
of M ny 7th.

never presented to lls  venders the yrrmnilsof 
my evibelttm. On iliecontvury.Jt lias printed 
attack niter nttnek upon mo Irani comnqionrl- 
ents who, IT they lirnl imy acquaintance with 
inypordtlon (of which they irencrnlly jrnvo no 
ovhloncei. did nor gain It tlirotiMh rcailiny 
••laicircr.”

I n  o u r issue of M ny 20, th e  entire  
ed ito ria l, from  w hich th is  quo tation  is 
clipped, is reproduced  nml th e  m ain 
po in ts  answ ered by th e  Ju n io r; i t  only 
rem ains fo r mo now to  stato  a  few facts  
th a t  aro b e tte r  know n to mo Hum to an y  
one elso:

1st. O ur colum ns have a heays  been 
oitcn  to  M r.T u ck er aud nil h is  friends.

2nd. A lthough  M r. T, has n o t asked 
to  bo hoard  iu  L f c if e u ’s colum ns b is 
fr ien d s  have frequen tly  had  th e ir  say in 
thou* own way. M essrs. Y arros, W ar­
ren, L loyd , and o thers  have h ad  long  
com m unications in  our paper, nud only  
in  ono iustunco w as there  com plain t of 
dolay iu  tho nppearauco of these  artic les, 
and in  th a t enso tbo  delay was th e  re su lt 
of accident and oversight ra th e r thau  
o t design .

B u t wliilo o u r colum ns hnvo nlwnys 
been a tth o s e rv ic a  of M r. T ucker and  hie 
fneude, how  stninls tlio record  ou tho  
o th e r side? L a s t w inter I  sen t to  L ib ­
erty  n sh o rt com m unication aud also a  
sho rt a rtic le  clipped from  L v c iru n , 
w ritten  by L illiau . O ur object in  tbeso 
wns to  show  to  tbo  readers of L iberty , 
in  an  im p erso n a l and iion-controvorsinl 
way .onr a ttitu d e  tow ards ou r 
to n n eu tn rs . T hese eomtnuiucntiouF 
wore declined, and, a fte r a tiuio re tu rn ­
ed, w ith  th e  reasons the ie fo r. T h is  cor­
respondence is p rin ted  in fu ll, iu  L uci- 
rr,i[ of Feb . 21, Mr. T ucker closes 
th u s :

“ I  m ust re ru so to  allow my m enus to 
bo used  for propaganda of w hich I  d is­
approve.”

A gain, in A pril hist, ju s t  a fte r th e ir  
release from  p rison , E dw in aud  L illian  
sen t a com m unication, uskiug Mr. 
T u c k e r  to allow  them  to  p resen t their 
reasons, in th e ir  owu way, for paying 
costs aud loaviug tho  Jefforatm  C ounty  
B astile . M r. T ucker replied  in  tho  edi­
to ria l reproduced  by u s in  L rc i rn n , 
Mny 20, prefaciog  b is  rem arks w ith:

“1 am  in receip t of a com m unication 
fro m E . C. W alk er nud his wife, which 
i t  is  no t my purpose to  p rin t.”

Ono of ou r chief causes of com plaiut 
again st such  jou rna ls  ns tho  K ansas 
C ity T im es, and  th e  V alley F a lls  S e w  
E ra , i9 th a t tbo ir h ab it is  to com m ent 
adversely upon  o u r articles b u t never 
allow th e ir  readers to  see w h a t i t i s th a t  
wo rea lly  do sny. Now, where is the 
difference betw een the trea tm en t receiv­
ed  by  n s from  theso so-called C hristian 
ed ito rs  am t th a t  received by us, w ithin 
th e  p ast 6ix m ouths, from  th e  eo-cnlled 
“A narch ist"  ed ito r of Liberty.*

A ud now iu closing  th is  long  artic le  
wo will ju s t soy th a t although  tem pted  
to do no wo shall not app ly  to  M r, T ucker

th e  rem arks of one of h is  oldest 
and h ith e rto  m ost fa ith fu l friends, Jo h n
F . K elley, of New York, who, in  la s t 
L ib erty , d o ses  a  com m unication to  him  
in  these  words:

“Of course, w ith  your p resen t philoso­
phy, th e re  is  no  reason you shou ld  no t 
m isrepresen t wliou you find i t  to  your 
advautago to do so.”

N either will wo apply to h im  (Mr. T.) 
tho  w ords lie sO un justly  used  iu re fer­
ence to  us, when he said, “W hatever h e  
mny do h e reafte r I  should bo foolish to 
com plain, fo r I  know  now v b n t  to  ex­
pect.” N o tw ithstand ing  th e  p ro sp ec t nt 
p resen t eeems d iscouraging  enough  wo 
adhere  to  th e  view expressed iu  th e  be­
g in n in g  of th is artic le , th a t o u r  Bo6tou 
contem  nornry is a conscientious ns well ns 
very ab le  exponent of tru th  as  he  sees i t ;  
tu n t lu s  fau lts  nr© th e  fau lts  o f youth, 
and  th a t  while ago does n o t always 
b ring  w isdom  th e re  is  good g ro u n d  to  
hope th a t  th e  em inent exam ple of B en­
jam in  th e  F irs t, of philosophic  fame, 
will n o t bo lost on Benjam iu th e  Second.

T o m e i t  seam s th a t  my correspondent 
does n o t nt a ll roueo the p rinc ip le  in ­
volved nud  th a t she  looks a t th e  ques­
tion  nt issue  from  tho  w rong p o in t of 
view. T h e  E ig h t o f  u n tram m elcd  
Oroxcth is  th e  h eart aud  soul and  es­
sence of e v e ry  upw nrd  s triv in g  of H u ­
m an ity . T h a t is, L iu E im ', So  loug  ns 
i t  is  h e ld  th a t p rohib ition  is  righ t, so 
loug  w ill insistence upon th e  rig h t and 
necessity  of personal in itia tiv e  aud  m u­
tu a l choice be  tho first du ty  
of every lover of his k in d , So 
long  as p roh ib ition  is advocated 
by a considerab le  num ber of peo­
ple, so lo u g  will real tem perance work 
rem ain undone. T h is  p roh ib ition  cru- 
sado has se t back tho  tem perance causo 
for n t le a st fifty years. T here  ure  tens 
of thousands of genuine tem perauco men 
nud women who to-day are p ractically  
sh u t o u t from  a ll associative lab o rs  iu 
behalf of th a t  causo. They aro  sca t­
tered  a ll over the  country , aud, search  as 
they w ill, th ey  can find only * a very  few 
if any congenial rniuds w ithin th e  circle 
of th e ir  acquain tance. All the  o rg an i­
zations a re  com m itted  to th e  odious 
p rinc ip le  of prohib ition , and th e  nau ­
sea ting  odor of Fecksnifiiau piety 
is  everywhoro. Wo know  the g rea t 
im p o rtan ce  of tem perance in all th ings, 
b u t wo also know th a t tvuiperanco does 
n o t come from  w ithout, th a t i t  is  no t 
forced  upon tho  ind iv idual by a supe­
r io r physical power, and we keenly  real­
ize th a t  ou r work is  no  iouger th u t of 
special tom perauco teachers; we kuow 
that, we can  best incu lcate  tho lessons of 
sob rie ty  b y  m aking m en aud women 
v ig ilan t in  gu a rd in g  th e ir  r ig h ts  nud 
persona against invnsipu. Tho virtues 
of tho slavo are on ly  negative ones, at 
th e  very best.

I t  is useless to a ttem p t to “press upon 
th o u g h t w ha t tom perauco ie,”  so long 
ns tho rauid of our pupil is iu a s ta te  of 
rebellion  ngaiuat us, and it will be in 
rebellion  so long ns we stand over him  
w ith tho c lub  of prohib ition  au th o ri­
ta tively te lling  him  th a t ho m ust believe 
ou r defin ition  the  tru e  ono and m ust act 
iu nccordauco therew ith.

"What is rig h t (righteous) is ono th ing ; 
what a m an has a n a tu ra l aud should  
hnvo a civic righ t to do, may often  bo 
qu ite  another. I t  is  not r ig h t  th a t a 
mau shou ld  o iorw ork h im self; Ids 
n a tu ra l and  civic rig h t so to do is  good 
ag a in st all claim s of h is  ne ighbors to 
the  con tra ry . As i t  in ju res my system , 
i t  is  n o t r ig h t for mo to eat p o rk ; b u t if 
I  shou ld  d isregard  N atu re’s w arning  
and p a rta k e  of th is  n rtic lo o f d ie t, would 
m y fa ir correspondent claim  the  rig h t to 
fo rb id  m e so to do? I f  not, she  m ust 
adm it th a t th e  S ta le  has no t the  r ig h t to 
d o i t ,  fo r w lm t one person has n o t tho 
rig h t to  do  no aggregate of persons 
has.

W e m ust never lose s igh t of tho  v ital 
d istinc tion  betweeu w hat is m orally  
r ig h t  aud  th e  civic r ig h ts  of th e  In d i­
vidual* So my questioner will readily  
perceivo th a t  she is in e rro r when she 
m etam orphoses the issue  os to the  civic 
righ t to buy, sell nud use alcohol, in to  a 
question  o t m oral r ig h t (righteousness).

W e a re  to ld  th a t if  the  sale of in-
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'Belf-Govermncnt the only true Government 
Liberty anil lt6*poni»ibility the only Baris 

of Morality.

Inasm uch  as it 
seems qu lto  im possib le  for us to m ake 
ou r B oston contem porary  seo the  m at­
te r in  controversy  as wo see  it, th is 
de te rm ina tion  or decision of tho 
J u n io r  is doub tless  tho  p roper ono 
to m ake. A ud w hile acquiescing In this 
decision I  ask tho  forbearnuco of our 
readers w hile I  inako n sh o rt statem ent 
in reply to  som e of tho  la te r shots from  
Liberty*** batte ries. This I  do m ainly 
because I  feel su re  th a t w y continued 
silence would bo m isunderstood and 
m isconstrued.

F irst, then , I  wish to  say, in a general 
way, th a t w hile th is  controversy bus at 
tim es assum ed tho appearance of a per­
sonal rencontre, it has never been such 
by my choosing, I  have always regard ­
ed lb  K. T ucker, amt s till regard  him, as 
u very ab lo  aud very conscientious advo­
cate  and defender of tru th  us he sees 
it. Of all tho re fo rm  w riters of tho 
p resen t day  th e re  a re  uoiio who, hi our 
opinion, excel h im m  clearness and  vigor 
of th o u g h t no r m  tho  accuracy nud force 
w ith w hich ho presen ts  th a t thought. 
L e t his prem ises ho once conceded aud 
th e re  is b u t little  chance to evudo o r re- 
fu to  h is  conclusions. Aud ju s t  h e re ,1 
ir wo m ay bo allowed to express au 
opinion, is where tho  argum ents of Mr, 
T ucker a re  som etim es defective—de­
plorably, fa ta lly  defective, viz: h is p re ­
mises. H o perceives some ot th e  basic 
tru th s  p erta in ing  to  discussions, with 
excooding clearness, then  he becom es so 
com pletely absorbed iu tb o ir  contem pla­
tion  th a t ho neglects and even refuses 
to exam ine o thers  equally  im portant. 
L ike  tho b liu d  mau th a t “ w ou tou t to 
seo (?) tho  e lephan t” he catches hold 
of the  noim id's ivory  tu sk —he grasps 
it w ith  all h ts  m uscular force, ho finds i t  
hard  aud poiu ted ,’ aud thoncoforth he  is 
prepared to  dem onstrate, m  th e  m ost 
logical rnauuer, to nil com ers th a t  tho 
elephaut is  "very like a spen t 1” To 
change tho  m etaphor, M r. T ucker seems 
often to forget th a t tru th  is j>ri«m a/ic 
—th a t it is  m ore than  peutngoual o r hex ­
agonal in  form . B efore .speaking  dog­
m atically  as  to “what is tru th ,” w eought

to  bo very  su re  th a t we have looked at 
, th e  m a tte r iu  question  from  ©very pos­
s ib le  s tan d p o in t, and  even then  i t  would 
bo well to  m ake som e allow ances fo r 
possib le  defects In o u r o rgans of percep­
tion , or fo r  possib le  defects in  the  m edia 
th a t  connect those orguns w ith  tho 
th ings  perceived.

I t  is  th is  neglect to  view anil care­
fu lly  consider tho m u ltitud inous fncetB, 
p hases o r aspec ts  of tru th  th a t causes 
m any tru e  and  good men to  bo in su f­
fe rab le  egotists. M ost if not a ll y o u n u  
ph ilo sophers and hum an ita rians  a re  o r 
haTo been th u s  addicted  and afflicted. In  
h is  y o u th  B enjam in  F rank lin , as he him ­
self acknow ledged, was m uch addicted  to 
th is  in te llec tu a l vice; in h is  in a tu re r 
aud  wiser years, us he  te lls us, in s te ad  
of dem olish ing  b is  opponent w ith  the 
favo rite  w eapon o t h is  younger days, 
tho  sy llogism , he was accustom ed to 
cou teu t lum self w ith saying, “ Such and 
such  seem s to  be the  tru th  of th e  m atter, 
so fa r  ns 1 can  uow seo tlio facts  and  tho  
a rg u m en ts  ”

T h a t (m o th er  young  B enjam in (also 
of B oston) is now ailhcted m uch in  th e  
sumo way as was A m erica’s m ost die- 
d is tin g u ish ed  philosopher we have had  
ab u n d an t evidence in  tlio pages of 
L ib erty , w ith in  the past twelve m ouths. 
Ius>Uuce,when critic is ing  an artic le  from  
tho pen ot “C ornelius” ho says in L ib ­
erty  of A pril 2:1, ’87:

Lucifer’* ’ columns Ituvo been packed ever elnoo 1 riddled tho hIhmutI position o t  13. l \  

Walker and his wll'o with nraumentH that 
liavo received the approval of nearly every 
piomlueut Anarchist.

Iu  th e  sumo he says th a t fo r “pu re  
idiocy” tho  parag rap h  quoted from  
“C ornelius,” “d istances a ll com petitors.!’

Now i t  so hnppous th a t a good m any 
readers and  th in k e rs  who have read  the  
articles, p ro  and  con, on  th is  autonom - 
istio  m arriag e  question, do no t th in k  
th a t B. lb  T ucker “rid d led ” “ the posi­
tion  of E . O. W alker” aud L illian  H a r­
m an ; and  th© num ber o t “ prom inent 
A narch ists” wlio unreserved ly  indo rsed  
B eujam iu 's “a rg u m en ts” can probab ly  
be coun ted  ou  his fingers. I t  so  h ap ­
pens also th a t  C ornelius, whose p roduc­
tion is ranked  ns p u re  id iocy, is a w rite r 
nud pub lisher wlio.hns gained n celebrity  
second to b u t few  fo r tho  ability  n u d b erc - 
ism  w ith  w hichjie has fough t tho  popular 
despotism s of th e  day.

M any s im ila r quo ta tions, d id  space 
allow , could be  given to show th a t ou r 
m odern B enjam in has no t yet passed  
th a t c ritica l period  in life  th a t div ides 
th e  dogm atic egotism  of you th  from  tho  
m odest wisdom of m n tu rer years.

A ud uow a  few w ords iu reg a rd  to 
m a tte rs  m ore personal to m yself:

1st. Ab is  w ell know n to  our readers, 
L voifeu  has a  very  “free  p la tfo rm ,” 
from  or upon w hich ou r correspondents 
a re  allowed to  have the ir say iu th e ir  
own way; provided, always, th a t th e  
conducto rs  of th a t p la tfo rm  are satisfied 
th a t  tho speaker has som ething to sny 
thu t ie w orth tho  lab o r and  the  expense  
th a t, to  give such  opp o rtu n ity  of u tte r ­
ance, m ust bo borne  by tbo said c onduct­
ors; and  p rovided, a lso , th a t  tho speaker 
does no t invade in d iv id u a l r ig h ts  by 
u tte rances th a t  would unnecessarily  u n ­
cover o r reveal p riv a te  and personal af- 
fa irs . Homo m on ths ago, in ordor to 
give p o in t and illu s tra tio n  to her a rg u ­
m ent, ono of o u r corresponden ts stated , 
iu  substnuce, th a t  M r, T ucker p racticed  
as ho preached iu  regard  to w liat is 
r ig h t and  p io p er iu  tho  sex-relaticms of 
m en and  women. On reading  tho m anu­
sc rip t copy wo saw n o th in g  objectiona­
ble thore iu ; and  in pub lish ing  tlio le tte r 
of M rs. H ursen  wo trea ted  Mr. T ucker 
precisely us wo shou ld  oxpoct to bo 
tre a ted  in tu rn . No particu lars  w ere 
given aud  no nam es m entioned except 
h is  own. M r. T ucker has more thau  
once re ferred  to  tho  publication ot th is  
le tte r  as “m eddlesom e gossip about my 
jb is | p riva te  affairs.” Iu  Liberty  of 
J u n e  IS, ho says-.

Jlut the aonloi editor, Mr llunmtn, nfrpru* 
votes the otlVnau l»v dvfondlnjr It, Atuleven 
tho Jihilor vltlor pleads Impulse ami feeling 
in liehair of the writer. TUI* Is u foreign eon- 
slricrniloit, ’1 he* article In question proved 
tlm w rlterto bo a person much tooiomemnt- 
ltd© lor notice, My grlevuneo us nguliist the 
editor, whom 1 onoo thought of ns a in tin who 
would not allow hi* lmpul>e Id betray him 
into indoeeney, Whatever ho may do here- 
alter, l should bo foolish to complain, lo r 1 
know now wluit to expect.

H ero  I  am accused of “indecency” b e ­
cause t  pub lished  o te tte r s la ting  th a t
B. K, T ucker is n consisten t A narchist, 
from  h is  s tandpo in t. If there  be in d e ­
cency iu  th is  i t  m ust bo because to ac­
cuse n m au of p rac tical A narchism  is  in ­
decency, fo r th e re  was absolutely no th ­
ing  in  tho w o n tin g  of th a t le tte r to  
w hich th e  m ost p ru d ish  could object. 
I t  would now* seem  th a t the E nglish  
vocabulary  m ust bo reco n stru c ted  nud 
u uow definition giveu to tho word ‘Me* 
coucy!”

In  a ll seriousness, however, we will 
udd  Just th is :  I f  M r. T u ck e r 's  A narch­
ism  is such  a tender exotic th a t  i t  canno t 
bear th e  sun  odJ  w ind of open-air d is­
cussion—if th e  a rg u m en tu m  a d  hom L  
nem  (argum ent to th e  m an) m u s t be 
ru led  o u t fo r fear som ebody 's toes will 
bo tram pled  upon, then  we w ant no such  
type  o t A narchism  iu  o u r w ork. I t  is  
too Bickly a  p lau t to  flourish  in  A m eri­
can soil.

B efo re  in troducing  ano ther q u o ta tio n  
from  L ib e r ty  I  wish to  soy th a t  w hile 
a ttem p tin g  to  show i he erro rs  in to  w hich 
o u r contem porary  has fa llen  we b y  no 
m eans claim  perfection  for ourselves. 
In  one in stance , n t least, wo can now 
see th a t  exact ju stice  was n o t done by 
u s tow ards M r. Tucker, and i t  is  b u t 
due to  him  to  say  th a t the  explanation  
shou ld  have been m ade pu b lic  a t au 
earlie r date . B riefly s ta ted  i t  is  th is:

L a s t fa ll, a fte r th e  Jefferson  C ounty 
In q u is itio n  had  p u t its  gag  law  in  force, 
denying  th e  prisoners tho  priv ilege of 
w riting  to  L ucifeu  o r any o th e r paper, 
Rome criticism s from  E dw in’s pen occa­
s ionally  run th e  blockade an d  w ere 
p rin ted  as ed ito ria l in L u cifeu ’s co l­
um ns. A m ong these c ritic ism s w as oue 
ch arg in g  M r. T ucker w ith  supp ress ing  
im portan t fac ts  com m unicated to him  
by L illian . A n exp lanation  h a d  been 
sen t to mo by Mr. Tucker, and  th is  
know ledge should have p reven ted  th e  
appearance of E dw in’s criticism s. 

B u t tlio m isch ief was done aud  tho ex­
p lana tion  could  not be mnde, except 
p rivate ly , u n til  a fte r tho  re lease  of the  
p risoners , T h a i th e  e rro r  was n o t p u b ­
lic ly  corrected  before th is  la te  d a te  is 
to  b© regretted , and  I  hereby  tak e  tho  
b lam e of the  neg lect to  m yself.

I n  o u r issue of M ny 20, th e  entire  
ed ito ria l, from  w hich th is  quo tation  is 
clipped, is reproduced  nml th e  m ain 
po in ts  answ ered by th e  Ju n io r; i t  only 
rem ains fo r mo now to  stato  a  few facts  
th a t  aro b e tte r  know n to mo Hum to an y  
one elso:

1st. O ur colum ns have a heays  been 
oitcn  to  M r.T u ck er aud nil h is  friends.

2nd. A lthough  M r. T, has n o t asked 
to  bo hoard  iu  L f c if e u ’s colum ns b is 
fr ien d s  have frequen tly  had  th e ir  say in 
thou* own way. M essrs. Y arros, W ar­
ren, L loyd , and o thers  have h ad  long  
com m unications in  our paper, nud only  
in  ono iustunco w as there  com plain t of 
dolay iu  tho nppearauco of these  artic les,

L a s t w inter I  sen t to  L ib ­
erty  n sh o rt com m unication aud also a  
sho rt a rtic le  clipped from  L v c iru n , 
w ritten  by L illiau . O ur object in  tbeso 
wns to  show  to  tbo  readers of L iberty , 
in  an  im p erso n a l and iion-controvorsinl 
way .onr a ttitu d e  tow ards ou r 
to n n eu tn rs . T hese eomtnuiucntiouF 
wore declined, and, a fte r a tiuio re tu rn ­
ed, w ith  th e  reasons the ie fo r. T h is  cor­
respondence is p rin ted  in fu ll, iu  L uci- 
rr,i[ of Feb . 21, Mr. T ucker closes 
th u s :

“ I  m ust re ru so to  allow my m enus to 
bo used  for propaganda of w hich I  d is­
approve.”

A gain, in A pril hist, ju s t  a fte r th e ir  
release from  p rison , E dw in aud  L illian  
sen t a com m unication, uskiug Mr. 
T u c k e r  to allow  them  to  p resen t their 
reasons, in th e ir  owu way, for paying 
costs aud loaviug tho  Jefforatm  C ounty  
B astile . M r. T ucker replied  in  tho  edi­
to ria l reproduced  by u s in  L rc i rn n , 
Mny 20, prefaciog  b is  rem arks w ith:

“1 am  in receip t of a com m unication 
fro m E . C. W alk er nud his wife, which 
i t  is  no t my purpose to  p rin t.”

Ono of ou r chief causes of com plaiut 
again st such  jou rna ls  ns tho  K ansas 
C ity T im es, and  th e  V alley F a lls  S e w  
E ra , i9 th a t tbo ir h ab it is  to com m ent 
adversely upon  o u r articles b u t never 
allow th e ir  readers to  see w h a t i t i s th a t  
wo rea lly  do sny. Now, where is the 
difference betw een the trea tm en t receiv­
ed  by  n s from  theso so-called C hristian 
ed ito rs  am t th a t  received by us, w ithin 
th e  p ast 6ix m ouths, from  th e  eo-cnlled 
“A narch ist"  ed ito r of Liberty.*

A ud now iu closing  th is  long  artic le  
wo will ju s t soy th a t although  tem pted  
to do no wo shall not app ly  to  M r, T ucker

th e  rem arks of one of h is  oldest 
and h ith e rto  m ost fa ith fu l friends, Jo h n
F .

b ring  w isdom  th e re  is  good g ro u n d  to  
hope th a t  th e  em inent exam ple of B en­
jam in  th e  F irs t, of philosophic  fame, 
will n o t bo lost on Benjam iu th e  Second.

T h a t is, L iu E im ', So  loug  ns 
i t  is  h e ld  th a t p rohib ition  is  righ t, so 
loug  w ill insistence upon th e  rig h t and 
necessity  of personal in itia tiv e  aud  m u­
tu a l choice be  tho first du ty  
of every lover of his k in d , So 
long  as p roh ib ition  is advocated 
by a considerab le  num ber of peo­
ple, so lo u g  will real tem perance work 
rem ain undone. T h is  p roh ib ition  cru- 
sado has se t back tho  tem perance causo 
for n t le a st fifty years. T here  ure  tens 
of thousands of genuine tem perauco men 
nud women who to-day are p ractically  
sh u t o u t from  a ll associative lab o rs  iu 
behalf of th a t  causo. They aro  sca t­
tered  a ll over the  country , aud, search  as 
they w ill, th ey  can find only * a very  few 
if any congenial rniuds w ithin th e  circle 
of th e ir  acquain tance. All the  o rg an i­
zations a re  com m itted  to th e  odious 
p rinc ip le  of prohib ition , and th e  nau ­
sea ting  odor of Fecksnifiiau piety 
is  everywhoro. Wo know  the g rea t 
im p o rtan ce  of tem perance in all th ings, 
b u t wo also know th a t tvuiperanco does 
n o t come from  w ithout, th a t i t  is  no t 
forced  upon tho  ind iv idual by a supe­
r io r physical power, and we keenly  real­
ize th a t  ou r work is  no  iouger th u t of 
special tom perauco teachers; we kuow 
that, we can  best incu lcate  tho lessons of 
sob rie ty  b y  m aking m en aud women 
v ig ilan t in  gu a rd in g  th e ir  r ig h ts  nud 
persona against invnsipu. Tho virtues 
of tho slavo are on ly  negative ones, at 
th e  very best.

I t  is useless to a ttem p t to “press upon 
th o u g h t w ha t tom perauco ie,”  so long 
ns tho rauid of our pupil is iu a s ta te  of 
rebellion  ngaiuat us, and it will be in 
rebellion  so long ns we stand over him  
w ith tho c lub  of prohib ition  au th o ri­
ta tively te lling  him  th a t ho m ust believe 
ou r defin ition  the  tru e  ono and m ust act 
iu nccordauco therew ith.

"What is rig h t (righteous) is ono th ing ; 
what a m an has a n a tu ra l aud should  
hnvo a civic righ t to do, may often  bo 
qu ite  another. I t  is  not r ig h t  th a t a 
mau shou ld  o iorw ork h im self; Ids 
n a tu ra l and  civic rig h t so to do is  good 
ag a in st all claim s of h is  ne ighbors to 
the  con tra ry . As i t  in ju res my system , 
i t  is  n o t r ig h t for mo to eat p o rk ; b u t if 
I  shou ld  d isregard  N atu re’s w arning  
and p a rta k e  of th is  n rtic lo o f d ie t, would 
m y fa ir correspondent claim  the  rig h t to 
fo rb id  m e so to do? I f  not, she  m ust 
adm it th a t th e  S ta le  has no t the  r ig h t to 
d o i t ,  fo r w lm t one person has n o t tho 
rig h t to  do  no aggregate of persons 
has.

W e m ust never lose s igh t of tho  v ital 
d istinc tion  betweeu w hat is m orally  
r ig h t  aud  th e  civic r ig h ts  of th e  In d i­
vidual* So my questioner will readily  
perceivo th a t  she is in e rro r when she 
m etam orphoses the issue  os to the  civic 
righ t to buy, sell nud use alcohol, in to  a 
question  o t m oral r ig h t (righteousness).

W e a re  to ld  th a t if  the  sale of in-



toxicants was “held  to  be an unlaw* 
iu l  traffic, th e  m ore effective education 
could p ro c e ed ”  On the  con trary , I  
hold, ns b efo re  s ta ted , th a t th e  a ttem p t 
to m ake i t  an  un law fu l trnflio h as been 
nod  is n g rea t s tum bling  b lock  in the  
way of effective education  regarding  the 
evils of th e  d r in k  hab it. A ntagonism  
has been aroused ; those whom wo other* 
wise m igh t have reached tb roughedu*  
cative nnd persuasive m ethods are now 
arrayed  in  com pact runks against us 
upon th e  field of po litical conflict, for 
tbe  gro6B m isuse of tho  w ord “ tem per­
ance/* confounding  it w ith “proh ib i­
tion,” has m ade tem perance (abstinence) 
nu equal sh arer w ith p roh ib ition  in the 

• resentm eut aud  h a tred  of vast num bers 
of good men and women whose offense 
is th a t th e ir  education  and  hab its  differ 
from  ou r own. In  add ition  to  th is ,p ro - 
h ib itio u h n s greatly  low ered th e  m oral 
s tan d ard  by fo rc in g  ft hot-house grow th 
a t  neighborhood q u a rre ls  and  jea lous­
ies, fnlEO-swearing, spying, deceit of 
every form  ftud k ind , nud by  ru tt in g  the 
d irection of th is  g rea t reform  of tem per- 
mice in to  th e  bauds  of p riests  anxious 
chieily fo r th e  g lo ry  of th e ir  churches, 
an d  of office-hunters concerned only 
fo r the  loaves aud fishes. In  snort, tho 
a ttem p t to rauko th e  sale  of liquo r un ­
law ful has in overy wny dam aged tho 
cause of tru e  tem perance. H u t there  is  
yot ano ther aspect of th is  question 
which w© m ust no t neglect. I f  i t  be 
righ t to  m ake th e  sale  of iu toxienuts un­
law ful th a t  tho  “m ore effective educa­
tion’* m ay proceed with g rea te r rap id ity  
i t  is r ig h t th a t th e  services of IhoC hurcli 
should bo m ade un law fu l fo r precisely 
tho sam e reason. Is  my friend  prepared 
to m ake th is  dem and? I  th in k  not. And 
yet m ost F ree th in k e rs  will adm it th a t 
th e  C hurch  lias, upon tho  whole, been a 
g rea te r curso to th e  race tlinu  1ms alco­
hol.

“L egally -p ro tec ted  traffic?” B u t tho 
li quor traffic has been protected in no 
especial way, no m ore th an  has the  trade  
iu tobacco, faco pow ders, pork, corsets 
nnd hundreds  of o th e r in ju rious a r t i­
cles. T he civic rig h t to buy, sell nnd 
use any aud nil of these  nnd i l l  o ther 
productions is good ngaiust a ll assum p­
tions to tho  contrary . I t  is my opin- 
1011 th a t a ll the  nbove-m entioued com­
m odities nro productive  of greatly  moro 
harm  than  good, b u t I havo no business' 

•* - \°J , t h o  m atte r upon 
my correspondent o r  any one else. B u t i t  is 
my du ty  to give expression to every hou- 

est convictions regard ing  all tilings af­
fecting tho  hum an race.

F inally , in  the  w ords of Sterling , 
“Tho poorest education  th a t teaches 
self-control is b e tte r than  the  best th a t 
neglects it.’1

th a t  gives th e  d a rk est sbndiug  to  tho 
p ic tu re . T hese  in s titu tio n s , w h a tev e r 
m ay have been  th e  design of th e  m akers, 
are now m ain ly  th e  in s titu tio n s  of des­
potism . “ In s titu tio n s”*—as th e  h istory  

o u r co u u try  a b u n d an tly  show s—are 
m oro often th e  foes th a n  th e  friends of 
freedom  and  justice . I f  o u r na tiona l 
s la te  could  be  wiped clean to-day—if 

e 6bin of To-D ay cou ld  be freed  from  
a ll th e  barnacle  accum ulations of the

II. assured 
u s th n t th e ir  fears  were allayed when 
thev heard  “ tbo old m an” take down the 
fam ily B ible and rend n chapter aloud 
before re tiring . I t  was extrem ely fo r­
