Now he ‘“doos
not question” that “the individual is
wisor who devotes his ecnergies to a
pencoful propaganda than to fanning
popular discontent,” If thisis tho ease,
what fanlt has he to fird with peoplo
who, knowing this policy to be a wiso
one, act in necordance therowith? And
is not his admission equivalent to un
avowal that he knows his polley to bon
foolish one? DBut “there are many who
heliove....that the present ecothing
forces in social lite will.,..end inblood-
sbed.”

was tho right to.t10 women o thoe tails
of earts and drag them through New
LEngland towns, at the samo tiue lnshe
ing them upon the baro back with heavy
two-handed whips made “of three thongs
of twisted nnd knotted cord or cat-gut,”
while one ot the “privileged” prenchers
looked on and laughed nt such nnine
fliction ns, i€ sullerod to be comploted,
wounld have amouunted  to one
hundred and ten lashies ench, as tha poor
women were deagged through dirt nnd
snow hall-leg desp, and tha wenther Lit.
for cold. Aund all because the wotnon
had the impudent presumption to claim
the right and privilege of being Quukers,
In this caso, when the poor, tortured
women had been lashed throngh three
towns with ten stripes ecach in each
town, thae peoplo arose in their righteons
indignation and sot tho “ghastly pil.
grima” free,

Ob, yes, tho Purntan was indoed “not
willing to allow any privileged clussos!”

That tho tumes are perilous—that
the outlook is ominous of a coming
storm—that the prospect of retain-
ing even the semblance of the liber
ty and justice for which Jefferson
and Paine, Washington and Adawms,
fought with sword and pen, is be.
coming less and less assured as the
Jears come and go—1these are tru-
1sms that no thinker will for a mo-
ment dispute.  Upon thispointthere
is little, 1f any, differenco of opinion.
But when inguiry is made for the
causes of theso perits —when  the
question is asked who or what is to
blame, we find a great diversity of
opinion, Somo charge it to the de-
eay of patriotism, somo to the cor-
ruption of politics, some to the
“hordes” of adventurers from for-
cign lands, rome to the cowbina-
tions or orgamzations of working-
men such as Knights of Labor, ete.
—some sxay the blamerests upon the
concentvation of capital in tho hamds
of a few men whereby the transport-
ation facilities, the cireulating me-
diuw, the land, the forests,” the
mines, the machinery and the manu-
factures, can bo and are controtled
by syndicates, rings and  corpora-
tions,  But while there may be
much of danger arising from most
if not from gll of the causes men-
tioned, tho greatest of-all perils to
liberty and to all the freeman holds
dear, Jies in the TrirasoN of tbe
American press! i

We uso the word treason advised:
ly. "T'he battle between trath and
crror, hotween rightand wrong, be-
tween liberty and despotism, is an
unceasing battle, an wuending war-
fare, In modern timer the chief
nreni upon which this battlo is
waged is the publiopress, 'The pul-
pitand the rostrum are insignificant
as battlefields when compared with
the press.  Indeed it is to tho press
that the pulpit and rostrum are in.
debted for most of theirimpartance
as arenas upon which truth and error
contend for thomastery, 1t has
long sinee passed intoa proverh
that error is powerless so Jong as
truth is free to combat it.  All that
truth nsks, then, isa {reo arena up:
on which to grapplo with ervor,

And this is just where the trea-
son aforesaid comes in,  The pulpit
and rostrum have never been free
arcnas) at least the former hins neve
erbeen (ree, and it is utterly hope-
less to expeet that it ever will be-
come o, But the press—here, at
least, it has been the American’s
hoast that truth could always find an
opportunity  to  grapple  untram-
meled  with his ™ hereditary foe.
Whatever may have been the fact
in the younger and purer days of
the American republie, it uceds
no array of argument to show
that the press is no longer o free
arena,  Papers are now published {n
tho interest of parties, in tho inter-
est of seeta, in the interest ol prop-
aganda, and especially in the foter-
ext of mammon, 7, ¢, in the interest
of the almighty dollar. For this
the average editor will fawn and
truckle; for this ho wilhingly beteays
truth and honor; for this hobecomes
an intellectual and moral strumpet
or prostitute. \'cri' scldom indeed
are papers pubhished inthointerestof
tarrplay, of freedom and of justice,
Misrepresentation of an oppanent’s
position—nay, this is putting it too
tamely—upright-and-downright, hor
izonlalmu(‘-hm:\dg:\ngu LYING 18 thy
Favorite means adopted to crush out
au opponent and his cause, and then
when ho asks for justice, either
throngh tho columns of the slander=
ous sheet or through tho courts, it is
denied im,

tbe matter to heart and jmagined himeelf
woefully Injured bythoremarksof the “Jour-
nal.” The case comnes up for bearing fn
Justice Chesney's court at Topekathis morn-
ing, and it 18 to he hoped Clemens will bo re.

any such=there was not the slightest need of
thelr uttendance,

At this assemblagoe the “orator of
the day” was G, ¢4, Clemens, a law-
yer who for learmng, ability and in-
tegrity stands as high ax the high.
est in the city of l'opeka. (This
testimony we have from Topcka
lawyers themselves)  Continuing,
the reporter says:

Mr. Clegnens, whose appearance o thae
stand wag greeted with hearty applanse, in
the outsct of e gpeech veterred to the in-
flasnmatory artlelo concerning the mceting
Sunday wmornlng's *Commonwenith®' e¢lo.
quently repelling tho idea that [t was, asthat
paper had Insultingly and waliclously de.
clared, a meeting of “angry Anarvchists.,”
The purpose of the mectsng, ha sakd, was an
appeal for the protoction of law, 'The “Come
monwealth” gald, In tho avrest of  Invocent
mon no barm was dane. Suppose tho soe
culled trawps who haye been illegally thrown
fu the city prison had been wealthy bankers.,
Woull that paper still sny no havm had heen
done? Tho alteged (ramps wero huioan be-
foms, and should only be deprived ot thelr
lherty through the proper forms of law, Tho
conduct ot the police foree, and of Justice
Keed, of lute hadt been abominalle,

This, then, is the man, thiy is the
orator, that according to such pa-
pers as the New Era, is an “anarche.
1stic blatherskite,” and these are
the people who for thus meeting to
protest against the crimes commit.
ted in the name of “law and order,”
are called “the desperate set of an-

archists who infest that city”—
“mendacious nmarauders and assas-
sinsl”

It appears from the vepovt that
the Topeka I)nil?' Journal had been
conspicuous as the champion of the
police and of “Justice Reed:”

futho remarks of the apeaker were so keenly
relished by (he sualenee ag this vindleation
by uoting the ™Jouwrnal™ ve, the “Journal,"
which enlled Fovth Iniexts of applaso.

The repovts closes thus:

Many other abiuses were referred to by the
speaker In his lengthy but highly cloquent
addrvees, which evidently waden deep hae
pression on the vast assembinge. Through-
owd it wus aneloquent plea for the Jowly and
defenseless, that they might recelva the
anme protection of the Inw  that i extended
to tho wealtthy and favored ciifzens fnthis
elly. Tho nddress was conservative, not in
any wseinthunmatory,

A fow nights atter the delivery of
this “*conservative address” by Mr,
Clemens a livery stablo was burned,
and in tha fivesa somewhat eccentris
individual, named Graves, lost his
lite.  "The Journul man, ymarting un-
dor the eastigation administered by
Mr, Clemens at the meeting afore-
said, charged the ovigin of the fire
to “incendiarism”instigated by such
teachings as thoso delivered” from
the stand at the eity park, on Sun-
day, Aug, 7. This of course, could
mean nothing clse than that Mr.
Clemene caused tho fire that result-
ed in the destruction of huwan life,

Belioving that laws are made for
the protection of the citizen from
assaults against his good namo as
well as from assaulty against his
person, Mr, Clemens sued the Jour
nal for “criminal libel”  What the
result of the suit has been wo bave

zot lieard, but shall not he at all
surprised to learn that justico bas
been denied the plaintiff, Judging
from our own cxperience with Kan-
sas courte, and also [rom the expe-
rienco of the eight men in Chicago,
convicted of lieing “Anarchists,” it
is utterly Lopeless to look to the
courts for justice towards those
whom thie capitnlistic press has con.
demned as “Anarchists.”

The illustration here given is, as
wo think, a fair sample of the meth.
ods adopted by the average capital-
istic journals of to-day, "T’helength
of our article seems necessary to
clearly show that the average con-
ductors of the popular press of to-
day ave traitors to the first and the
highest duty of journalists, the duty
to give to aﬁ sides a fair learing—
the duty to furnish an impartialare.
na upon which truth and error may
contend Tor the mastery.

Bat this is not all, nor the worst
even. It is bad enough to misrep-
resent and slander the teachings
and the men whoin these editors
cannot answer, but in  addition to
this they do their utmost to kili the
vory few papers that have the fair
ness and courage to give a heaving
to all sides. The Kansas City TVmes,
Valley IFalls New FEra, and oth.
ers, after denying us the right to be
heard mn reply to their misrepre.
sentations nme'falselmods, have sent
out the report, all over the land,
that our paper has been suppressed—
doubtless thinking that a report to
that eflect would go far towards
achieving the  desired  result,
Whether malignity or ignorance is
most conspicuous on the part of
these editors it might be difticult to
say, sinco. few men ean be presumed
%0 ignorantas not to know that the
suppression of papers iz an act of
despotism, 2 violation of constiin-
tional rights, that in this country has
not yot been tolerated, if attempted,
except s a military measure in time
of war,

Many of our readers are old
enough to remember the time when
the weason of the press brought on
the most disastrous war of modern
times, Not that the press of the
south advocated “secession!”

The time came fur holding the N,
Y. Convention of the United Labor Par.
ty, George aund McGlynn, although
Stute Socialistic In their doctrines, so

tar as thoy go, decided that the State
Socialists” must be excluded from the

councils of the party they had done as

rnouch if not more than any other divis-
ion of the labor element to build up, tor
these leaders were determined to push
the “land tnx” issue to the frout and
make it theonly issue of the United
Labor Party, They were successful in
their designs nud the Soclalistio dele-
gatos were refused their seats in the
Syracuse Conveution. Among the ex-
cluded delegates was Sergius I, Shev.

Whatever is used hy 1oan, outsude
of the bounties of nature, is one ot the
products of labor, This platform de-
mands that the “products of Jabor,” with
the land, ete, “become tlhe common
property of the whole people™ What
doee this leave tor the individual?

And this leads ma to Zeno's comical
nseertion that “tbe word ‘thiel’ implies
law,” Thisis nkin to tho averment of a
certain minister that sox-nssocintion be-
tween bLlood relutives wrs mnot incest
nutil god in his “law” declared it to Lo
such, Until Zeno made this statoment
I was not prepared to believe him to bie
s0 saturnted with superstition. Theft
1s the foroible alienation ot lalor
teuite, 'That ie, it is the taking, without
his consent, ot the products of a an's
work, or that which was a free pitt to
him. [t was thelt before nvy “law"
torbade it} it isthett whether torbidden,
or condonedor made posaible by luw
only., 'L'o creep into a man’s granary at
night and take without his vonsent n sack
of his wheut, is theft, 'Totake the sack
of wheat under the forms of law by
menns of a tax to which le has not con-
sentod, is equally thett,

“Theftimplies law?® Yes, in a sense
the opposite from Zeno's, it does.  The
most colossal robberies of all the rges
have lLeen committed in the name of
“Jaw.”
