ingmmen Turncd Oat to Freezed*

Some of Luctrer’s contributors
persistently maintain  that our laws
protect tho laborer against the op-
wression of employers.  To show
ow much truth there is in such
statements let any one read the cur-
rent history of the coal mining oper.
ations in Pennsylvausia, The lands
in the coal regions are held by com-
panies or syndicates who combine to
reduce wages of employes to the
point of bare subsistence, while at
the same time they raise the price of
coal 1n order to pay 20 per cent dive
idends on their watered stocks,
Theny,when the miner refuses to sub.
mit to the reduction in wages he and
his family are turned out to perish
in the snow and cold, As asamplo
of this, read the following:

Unioutown, Pa,, Feby, 3.-~Twenty writa of
ejcciment of ns many families fromn houses
of 1L, C, Freck, nt Leith, were placedin the
hinnds of the sheriff up to noon. UVat three
familica bave been evicted, A number of
others were allowed to remain, promising to
y1eld posgession this evening. The sheriff
anad his posse have gone to the Trotter works,
where they will eject o number of families
this evening. Theweather fs intensely cold
and the sufferiogs of those nlredy ejecled
are painfuol to witness, Some have been
taken iuto tho houses of neighbote, while
others nre huddled together with their effecta
in the snow, the only protection Leing o few
bed clothos.

I'he sama dispatch states that the
soperators” will not allow the men
to mine coal enough to keep them
and their families Trom freezing, ex-
peeting in this way to starve and
freezo them into  submission.  And
when theseminers assert and defend
thetr natural right to coal enough to
to keep themselves and children
warm, ant also their right to the
shanties they may have builtasa
shelter from the storm, then the law
steps in to proteet the— laborer?
Oh no! The laboter, the miner is
the wggressor! Tt is tho mucli-abused
capitalist that needs the protection
of luw!

The most noticeable feature of

Smith haw been n worthless feilow, and has
compelled his wife to support him, Lately
he has been very brutal, end his wife, on
Friday, applied for a divorce, Last night or
enrly this morning, he entered the room
through a.window and killed the women by
beating them over thohead with a carpenter's
hammer, N

The above, taken from the daily
news, is only one instance among
manf', showing the working of the
legal-ownership principle when ap-
plicd to the sex-relations of ien
and women. From partculars fur-
nished by the same papers wo learn
that Smith had tried hard to induce
his wife to withdraw lher application
for divorce. Failing in this ho re-
solved to kill the chattel he could
no longer hold, just as the old slave-
holders used to shoot their run-away
slaves, Regarding Miss Wilson as
a counselor of his wife in this rebel-
lion against his conjugal authority,
he kilied her too. Then sceing no
chance of cscape he tried to kill
himself,

Under Anarchism—that is, under
self-ownership, none of these mur-
ders would have been possible.

WOMAN IN OUR WOITK,

I desire to call the espocial attention
of all readera ot LuciFrg, and of Freo-
thinkera generally, to theableand timely
artiole by Gertrude B. Kelly found in
another part ot this paper, aud which is
reproduced from Liberty. I know of no
particular in which male Freethinkers
are soremiss in their duty asin that in.
dicated by Liberty's countributor, In
my active missionary work, I have met
thousands of men who have no faith in
the old fabloes, but whose homes are tho
last plages where a word or line of Free-
thought enters, They take no progros-
sive journals, but thotr wives almost in-
variably subsoribe for sectarian papers,
send their children to Sunday school,
attend church, support the minister,
tuke part in the fairs, ete., conducted by
the church, nnd in overy other possible
way train their children in tho supersti-
tions and despotisms of theology. And
in this work the tathers always give thair
passito when they do not thoir active as-
sistance. .

There is one paragraph of Gertrude
1L Kelley’s which T must quote here, and
make it the text for a fow additional re-
marks. To these careless, cownrdly, Free-
thinkors, sho sternly says:

«If you wmen are so constitated that
you are satisfled to meet jdaily in the
most intimate relationship persons who
have no sympathy with any thought,

Lope or sepiration of yours; if youare

satisfied that your homes are just the
places where you are lenst understood;
it you havo no interest in the emancipa-
tion of woman for ber own sake,—you
ought to have some for the sake of your
sons, for the sake of the cause to which
you profess to be attached.”

Touching this, it is my deliborate and
long-held conviction that these men may
bedividedinto throegeneral classes. The
first of these divisions includes a multi-
tudo of mean cowards,~—who mnke the
nlleged or renl orthodoxy of their wives
n cloak to cover their own craven fear ot
Mrs. Grundy, their cont-per-cent appre-
hension that their business interosts
would euffer did they stand out manfully
for their vonvictions,and their trombling
subserviency in thepresence of clientsand
patients and voters. Of course,vory many
of them aro intellectually lazy, as well as
cowurdly, and their reluctance to make
“discord” in their -familiea by being
morally honest is but a make-shitt ex-
cuse to avoid mental oxertion. There
are large numbers of such men who
have wives who might long since have
been enlistedl as active workers in
the cause of human brotherhood,
1iberty aud justice, had their husbands
had the courage of their convictions aud
the slightest zeal in Lohall of that cause.
Alltbat was necessary was to place in
thio way of these women the arguments
and tacts that support Freethought prin.
ciples. But this has not been done, and
tho lamentable resalt is that these wo-
men, a8 mothers, instead of helping to
r0iso & generation of young men and
women inspired with o generous dovotion
to Humanity, are framing them to act
m support of every time-sanctioned and
logalized iniquity, And right Lero I
wish to msay, in justice to woman, that
she, as o Freethinker, rarely, it ever, is
opon to the charge made sgainst so-
called Liberal men, She is ever eagor to
have her children grow up in the light
and liberty of thaprinciples in which sho
herself has faith,

The second class of the men who are

the objects of our cnticism, do not carry
their Ireetbought into their fumilies*
because the only bond of sympathy be
tween them and their wives is a purely
merconary one; 5o long as those wives
aid, or, at loast, do not binder, them in
their raco for wealth, 1t is all they care.
They never feol the need of home appre-
ciation of anythfng sbove the gold wens-
ure of societary stratification.  Thoy
never climb to the repions of healthful
nir and sunlight,where bioom the flowers
of poetry and art, and is gathered the
vipe fruit of literaturo and mental and
moral culture. Lostintho mazesof busi-
noss cares and porplexities, the world in
which their wives live is one almost un-
known to them, save asthey go with more
orlosss regularity to church that theirso-
oinl and business standing may be
kept up to that of their neighbors and
rivals in the same stratum of society.
The third class of do-nothing Liberals,
who do not carry their Freethought into
thoeir howes, is composed of the men
whocaro only for their wives as scxual as.
sociates and the breeders of their chil-
dren. They may love themin a certauin
way and in certain brief moments, but so
far as intellectual symputhy and the ex-
nlting love of equals is concerned, there
is none of it, 'They live in one world,
their wives in another. The subjectaof
conversation that interest one have no
attachments for the other, 'Thoy do not
read the same books, they have no com.
mon hopes and purposes inlife, So far
as he is concerned, itis sitoply a physi.
cal union, and too -olten, alus! it is no
more {o hor,
Into these throe classes naturally fall
most of thoso “Freethinkers” whom
QGortrude B. Ielly so finely and justly
criticises and warns, It many of them
are worth trying to save, I am much
wistaken,

1t is imposible for me to conceive L ow
any man with brains coough to be &
Frecthinker, can be “eatisfled to mect
daily in the most intimate relationehip”
awoman who hias no kuowlodge of or
sympathy with his thoughts, Lopes, and
aspirations, or how ho can abstain from
doing all possiblo to convines her of the
truth and beauty of the sublime priuci-
ples of liberty and justice and fraternity
aa they nro in Freethought, to be realiz-

ed on earth only when mon and women
shall work togother hand in hand, free
and equal partners. *
